MONTREAL Dec 12—Heavy demand
today forced butter prices a cent a
pound higher on the Montreal dalry
and produee market. Traders attri-
puted the rush of demand to the bull-
ish statistical situation. No 1 regrad-
ed pasteurized became generally 23%
to 23% cents a pound for carlots or
less. These prices were the highest
seen since 1ast spring. Receipts to-
day totalled $27 boxes.

No changes were mcorded on the
egg market, graded shipments in car-
lots or less of Freheh Ontarios sell-
ing at 36 cents a dozen for A-large 32
cents for A-medium and 80 eents for
A-pullets with some asking a cent
higher. A total of €88 éases was of-
feted during the day.

The cheese market hold steady at
10 cents a pound for Ontarios. Arriv-
als amounted to 77 Woxes.

On the potato market Quebecs con-
tinued at 75 eents per 80 pound bag,
with New Brunswick grcem mountains
§n stmilar quantities at 80 cents and
Prince Edtard Island green moun-
taine in pourd bags at 90 cents.
