that returns had not been filed
for these years.

Mr. Prolitt, glving evidence on
his own behalf, stated that he
is a married man with five
children and that he lives with
his father and mother on a farm
owned by his father which they
werk  together. Income tax re-
turns have been filed by his
father, Mr. John Profitt, for many

years which reported the total
income for the farm.
This was ~ satisfactory to the

department until last year when
they asked that a joint return be
filed for 1947, and this was done,
Mr. Profitt said. The department

Decide Train
Deaths Are
Double Suicide

MONTREAL, Feb. 15 -- (CP)—
A coroner's jury today took one
minute to decide that the deaths
of a Toronto man and woman in
a railway sleeping car were double
suicide by shooting,

The story of the suicide pact of
Earl Fauman, 39-year-old lawyer,
and Mrs. Martha Leona Kelly, 28-
year-old registered nurse. both of
Toronto, was pleced together by
Dr. Rosario Fontaine, medico-le-
gel expert, and other witnesses at
an inquest lasting little more than
an hour. .

The two were found dead In
compartrment H of car 3.8 when
the overnight train reached Wind-
sor Station in Mcntreal yesterday
from Toronto. Each was shot
through the mouth, the bullets
penetrating the brain arnd causing
multiple skull fractures,

Coroner Richard I.. Duckett in
his ‘bricf remarks to the fury
stressed the evidence of Dr. Fon-
taine that the .38-calibre revolver
used had to he placed in the open
mouth of each of the two persons

and neither showed any teeth
fractures.

Both Fauman and Mrs. Kelly
‘were wmarried and had families

Mrs. Kelly was the wife of an in-
spector of the Ontario Prcvineial
Police.

The bodies were found in the
compartment bed. In addition to
the .38-callbre revolver, the type
used by Ontario police, a 32-cal-
ibre Savage revolver was fcund.
unfired. There frwere mno signs of
disorder or violence In the com-
partment.

Christmas Business
Best On Record

OTTAWA, Feb. 15 «CP)
Cash registers in Canada’s depart-
ment stores rang up the biggest
Christmas business on record and
helped boost total sales for 1948
over the $800,000,000 mark.

The Bureau of Statistics report-
cd today that Christmas shoppers
plunged heavily for food, footwear.
clothing, household appliances and
hardware to bring December sales

up to $109,608,000 compared with
$93,159,000 in the corresponding
month of 1947,

Total sales for tiie year were
$804.542,000 compared with $706,-
845,000 in 1947,

All  sections of the country
shared in the ¥ear's improved
business but the western Pro-

vinces showed bigger gains than
Eastern Canada.

Gains in 1948 over ihe previous
year ranged in the east from 8.6
per cent for Quebec to 16 per cent
for the Maritime Provinces. In the
west gains varied from Manitoba's
12.2 per cent to 204 in Alberta.

Only group of items to fall be-
low 1947 sales were radios musical
instruments and supplies, down 2.2
per cent for a total of $12,730,000.

Sales of food and kindred pro-
ducts increased 21.1 per cent to
$65,311,000. Sales of women's and
children's apparel rose 174 per
cent to $191,861,000, men's and
boy’s clothing and furnishings 135
per cent to $90,567,000, and shoes
and other footwear 10.5 per cent
to $54,099,000.

Migratory Birds
Kept In Storage

The attention of sportsmen wno
were successful in obtaining ducks
or gease by legal hunting last
fall is drawn to {lie requirements
of Section 10 of the Migratory
Bird Regulations. This section,
headed *“Possession in Close Sea-
son,” governs the “time limit for
keeping legally-killed birds after
the end of the open season. The
limit varies in different parts of
the country.

In Prince Edward Island, it is
illegal to have migratory game
birds in one's possession (whether
in one's own home, in a cold-
storage locker, or elsewhicre) after
January 31, 1949.

The Royal Canadian Mounted
Police, who are charged with en-
forcement of the Migratory Bird
Regulations, are empowered to ex-
amine cold storage lockers in
which they suspect that migratory
game birds are unlawfully kept
and to seize migratory birds found
in these lockers after the expirat-
ion of the time limit for possess-
ioit. Owners of suth  birds are
liable to prosecution. During 1948
a number of locker-owners through=
out Canada werc prosecuted for
illegal possession and substantial
fines were imposed.

In many of these cases the own-
ers of the birds claimed that they|
had forgotten that they still had!
some of theiy baz of ducks and!
geese in cold storage. The realizat-'
lon that they had broken the law
appeared to come as an unpleas-
ant surprise to nearly all of the
locker-owners prosecuted.

Sportsmen who put any of their,
waterfowl into cold storage last!
fall will therefore be well advised
to check up on the contents of
their lockers, and to make sure
that any wild ducks or geese have
fulfilled their destiny by way of
the oven and the table,

Tiere does seem to be some
difference between the State De-
partment and the Senate over
the wording of the pact. But both
sides disclaim any difference over
objectives.

Two objectives must
proached simultaneously:

1. To get a pact which will
truly represent the determination
of the United States to react
ouickly against any aggression in
Europe.

2. Yet sti!l leave the
States free to decide by its own
constitutional methods, in
light of conditions which may ob-
tain at the time, just what the
nature and timing of that reac-
tion would be.

The Rio pact between the West-
ern Hemisphere countries has
been held up repeatedly as the
model. Under it, every ecountry
agrees to consider an attack on
any ofher country as an attack
against itself. But each specifical-
ly rescrves the right to decide,
in the couree of that considera-
tion, its own form of reaction.

In the long-term life of a treaty
such as the Atlantic pact many
unforeseen  circumstances could
arise. The United States has tra-
ditionally refused to get in a posi-

Sees Need For' |
Sex Education
In Germany

HAMBURG, Feb. 15 —(AP)
Young German women badly need
sex education, an eminent woman
doctor has declded after a tour
of Germany.

Dr. Marie Stopes, author of sex
education books, gave her impres-
sions in the British Zone Review.
official magazine of the British
Control Commission.

She was told that there were
three times as many young women
of marriageable age as correspond-
ing young men.

“To those who have social wel-
fare at heart,” she wrote, “it must
be a matter of grave concern that

girls, feeling the remoteness of
their hope of normal marrlage,
incline to irregular associations

with older or married men. Also,
the number of such girls in Ger-
many must be a definite tempta- |
tion to our young soldiers.”

The immoral teachings of the
Nazis are still a danger, she found.
They taught that any woman who
became the mother of a child,
even {llegitimate, was doing =a
service to the state and was not
to be condemned socially.

“Serjous sex teaching such as
is available in Great Britain, and .
America was prohibiled, so that :
the young are left what we would
consider almost entirely unin-
structed on normal lines in a sit-
uation of particular difficulty.

“I hope wpesponsible efforts wil”
be made to supply soberly stated,
scientifically accurate instruction
dealing with all aspects of nornmal
cex life, not stressing the abnor-
mal, and that such teaching will
be made available for all young
| people in Germany . .,
