New Planes Land
v In Winnipeg

MONTREAL, Que, Oct. 14 —
Flown from Vancouver, where It
was delivered last Friday, the sec-
ond of the fleet of new planes for
the trans-Canada Alr Lines arriv-
ed in Winnipeg on Tuesday.
