SUPREME COURT—A interesting
case was heard before Mr. Justice
Haszard in Chambers, on Wednesday.
It was an application by Mr. William
I’. Gallagher, of New York, to obtain
possession of his daughter, a girl nine
years old, who had lived since her
birth with her grandparents at Rus-
kin, P. E. 1. A writ of Habeas Cor-
pus had been directed to the grand-
tather, requiring him to bring the child
before Judge in Chambers on Wednes-
day. On the grandfather appearing
with the child in answer to the writ,
Mr. Gallagher's evidence was taken
before Mr. Justice Haszard, who gave
judgment shortly afterwards, stating
that it would bhe in the best jnterests
of the child that .it should be handed
over to the father, who had a legal
right to the custody of it. With the
assistance of the Sheriff to carry out
thé order of the Court the'child was
transferred from the grandfather to
the father. '‘Mr. A. L. Fraser, of Sour-
is, and Mr. Aneas A. McDonald, K. C.

THE CARE OF THE TEETH

Care of the teeth means cleanliness
and consulting .a reliable dentist oc-
casionally. It is claimed it the
teeth are kept perfectly clean they
will not decay. Since it is not possible
to do this at all tims, tooth decay may
not he' entirely prevented, but can
be greatly reduced and often prevent-
ed by daily cleansing of the teeth.

The tooth brush with a tooth powd-
er is the most effective method of
cleansing the teeth. Brush them well,
using a rotary movement, letting the
brugli’ go uppen the gums, the grinding
surfaces and reaching back to the
last tooth, Rinsc out the mouth  with
tepid 'water {o which has been added
a rellable antiseptic.

Dental floss I8 good to use. Rub it
up and down between.the teeth. Use
a qujll for a toothpick il one is used.

The most necessary time to cleanse
the ‘teeth is at’ bedtime and in the
morning after breakfast. Going (0 bed
with bits of feed in the teeth anc
mouth causes decomposing therefore
giving the'germs a chancée (o do their
worst, because they are undisturbed. *

The ideal way to care for the teeth
is to cleanse them after each  meal
as well as at bedtime and rinse out
the mouth when possible after eating
bhetween meals. f

Cleansing the teeth and mouth
means less disease, too; while if neg-
lected it invites it, as the mouth is the
gateway to « disease. With the teeth
mouh clean, such germs as tonsilitis,
‘diphtheria, typhoid, pneumonia and
tuberculosis can not get as strong a
hold, which  lessens the danger of
taking such diseases.

Care of the brush is important, too,,
‘Wash it once a day with soap and
occasicnally hold it in. boiling water.

STRAWRERRIES

1t the soil ig at all irclined to be wet,
orosthiect te standing water, fnrrows
should be opened here and there. Even
on tiled land and land  with 1 open
subspil this is a good practice, Often-
times diarmng a thaw in Winter waur
collects in low pla ¢s, and unless the
futows are opened,and sometimes cv-
enctten, e fonas and destrove ‘he
plants.

A good heavy row of plants is some-
times all the protection that is needed,
especially in the parts of the Province
v{’ re there ig a fair snowfall and the
Wiinter temperature is fairly uniform.
But snowfall and steady weather can-
not always be depended upon. A
steady cold, when the plants are atall
protected is not so injurious as freez-
ing and thawing, Strawberries, like
wheat, will not stand this, unless there
is 'a heavy top, and even then some
plants are weakened. Generally, it is
best to supply the cover by mulching
the rows with a light covering does not
need to he heavy, but still of suflicient
thickness, ahout two or three inches,
to prevent drifting and frezing and
thawing. Straw will answer if manure
is-scarce. Sometimes, straw is given,
the preference because it does not set-
tle: so heavily on the rows, and tend
to ‘smother, especially if ‘there is’ a
heavy fall -of snow weighihg it down.
The mulch should be applied as soon
in late Fall or early Winter as there
is ‘sufficient frost to  hold the wagon
inicely. No damage can at the time be
done to the cultivated and consequent-
ly loose ground. Do not wait too long
as the mulch is better under the snow
than on top of it.

Many growers do not make a pru('-]
tice of removing the mulch from the
rows in the Spring, but rather loosen
it up well to permit the plants to
(work their way through. The mulch
tmust be light in such cases. The bet-
ter way is to rake between the rows
lnll rough or coarse material to act

as a mulch there; where it will
serve moisture and tend to keep- the
fruit clean or free from dust. This
may be done quite carly in the Spring,
or about the time that here and there
in the patch a  few leaves begin to
blanch from too much cover or pro-
tection. If it is desired to produce
early fruit, the mulch may be raised
between the rows much earlier, or as
soon as there is any sign of life or
growth. The early growth may he de-
layed some days by not renoving the
mulch, but it is doubtful if this.is a
desirable practice, except in special
cases, such as when early blossoms
are liable to frost injury, or it is  de-
sired to cater.to .a. late market. There
