OTTAWA, Feu. 21—(CP)—Deci-
sions taken at the coming Domin-

ion-provincial conference may es-
tablish the framework within
which post-war economic plan-

ning for Canada can proceed with
more certainty than has been pos-
sible up to this time.

As a minimum it is believed the
result hoped for is an understand-
ine of the respective roles of the
Dominion and provincial govern-
ments in measures projected to
maintain a high level of employ-
ment, and their roles in those
measures of social security set
forth as the first steps to be tak-
en towards a comprehensive syse-
tem to protect Canadians from ex-
treme hardship resulting from old
age, unemployment and sickness.
While that is a minimum, the
maximum might be a general
agreement among the provinces on
a method of amending the British
North America Act whereby pro-
vincial views could be tested on
matters affecting® the  provinces
without reference to the British
parliament, as well as changes in
the act itself as it relates to the
distribution of powers as between
the Dominion and the provinces.

With matters of more immediate
praztical imvortance to be dealt
with, however, it is possible that
quesiions of constitutional change
may be pushed into the back-
ground unless there should be a
general disposition on the part of
the provinces now to act. .

The time of the conference is
still indefinite In the House of
Commons prime minister Macken«
zle Kine suggested it might be
possible about Easter.

Most of the provincial legisla-
tures, however, now are in session
and two of them, Quebec and
Saskatchewan. face elections after
the end of thélr present sessions.
It is not known for sure whether
thev will have time between the
end of their sessions and their el-
ections to prepare for and attend
a conference.

The last conference met in the
winter of 1941 and a large part of
the new conference’s work—that
relating to finances—results from
the earlier meeting’s failure.

The 1941 conference was asked
to consider the recommendations
of the royal commission on Domin-
jon-provincial relations aimed at
re-adjusting the division of reve
enue sources and financial obliga-
tions.

It broke up after two days when
three provinces, Ontario, Alberta
and British Columbia, flatly refus-
ed to accept the commission’s pro-
nosals as a “~=is of discussion.
