In Memoriam

REV. E. E. STYLES

Many in Sackville and other cen-
tres throughout the Maritimes will
learn with regret of the death of
Ernest E. Styles yesterday at his
home in Hantsport, N. 8. He had
been in failing health for the last
two months and had been forced
to give up his church work in Jan-

uary.

He held pastorates in Saint John
as well as in Nova Scotia and Prince
Edward Island and during his long
career in the pulpit he made many
lasting friendships.

He was born in Hertford, 20 miles
north of London, Eng., son of the
late Joseph and Maria Lydia (Cook)
Styles. He taught in the public
schools in England for a short time
and then became a lay preacher,
acting In this capacity for two years
prior to entering the Weslayan min-
istry and taking the theological
course required

Mr. Styles was sent to Momi-
serrat in the West Indies as a pro-
bationer in 1895 and was ordained in
1898 and sent to Antigua. Then he
was sent to Dominica as superin-
tendent in 1800, remaining there
until 1906. !
Following that he filled pastorates
in Bideford, Pownal, Souris and Al-
berton, P. E. I.; Bayfield, N. B,
and in Saint John. In that city he
was pastor of the Carmarthen
Street United Church and Exmouth
Street United Church. Most re-
cen%ly he had been pastor in Hants-

The positions of importance he
held since coming to Canada in-
cluded that of conference secretary
of Sunday schools; assistant secre-
tary of conference, 1910-11; journal
secretary of conference, 1916; sec-
retary of conference, 1917-1922, and
president of conference, 1923 He
was delegate to the General Council
of the United Church in Toronto
in 1938. He belonged to the Mas-
onic order,

He had married Mary Jane Bray,
a school teacher of Welsh parent-
4ge, in 1898, and she passed away
some years ago. There were three
children by this marriage. His
second wife was  Miss Elizabeth
White of Saint John. Surviving
him, besides his wife, are one son,
Alfred E. Styles, Windsor, Ont.;

“Here in Belleville we belleve we
can accomplish our objectives,”
sald Dr, Thompson. “This is truly
an Empire service supported hy
units of the British commonwealth
as one of the group of o:ganizafisns
called the Imperial Agricultural
Burcaux, In 1927 the service was
created and we were establiched in
the village of Farnham Royal, in
southern England until wap ve-
lopments made it necessary our
work be carried on elsewher?,”

Transfer to Canada did nothing
to permanently harm the work of
tha service, said Dr, Thompson, The
Engl'sh climate was not particule
arly suited for parasite studies,
while at Belleville there was “the
best equipment in the world” and
acesss, without crossing seas, to
climate variations from the Arctic
to the tropics in South America. I

The butter-
fly had no natural enemiss in New
Zealand.

In two years one of
these parasites increased to th: ex=-
tent that it was destro; 96 per
cent of the butterfly chrysalis, Thus
the infestation which ~threatened
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the entire New Zealand cabbage
C! was controlled,

Progress is being made in est-
ablishing L)aa‘asates to 'tight the dia-
mend-back moth whose assaults on
vegit:bles cove' the world. New
Zealand had made progress in this
line, and other na‘ural enemies may
bz found in Canada.

“We hope we can help the Dom-
inion Parasite Laboratory in deal-
Ing with greenhous» thrips” said
Dr. Thompson, “In the West Indies
A oy have a parasite they obtainzd
l.om the Gold Ccast and have
tound effective in dcaling with
thrips. We plan to bring in tais

rasite and see what it can do in

anada.

Dr. Thompson said the Imperial
& Vvice hoped to have an entomo-
& sts work with California agence
ies fighting insect enemies of the
citrus fruit industry because dis-
coverdes in this field would be vit-
ally important to several Empire
countries.

“One project of value at the
moment is the compilation of a
cataolgue of parasite being prepared
by us,” Dr. Thompson declar=d, “We
could ariangs wide distribution and
make available descriptions of in-
sect pests and where thelr parasite
¢nemies could be found. Such a
publicaticn would save time and

money.
