This new method
has ‘many advantages, chief of which
sre:an almost complete separdtion of
fat- from- the milk, a good quality
cream, less labor, and a supply of
warm- skim-milk for feeding hogs and
calves. However, the machines re-
Quire ‘attention in arder that they may
ve the best satisfaction. It is es-
aehtial that the separator be level
nd set on a solid base. It cannct
e expected to give satisfacticy if the|
fldor is springy. A concrete base is
preferable, and if wooden blocks are
imbedded in the when build-
ing it, the machine can easily be secu-
rely fastened down and there will be
l;t‘tle danger ‘ cf it getting out of
lumb or loose. -One of the first 1n-
ications that the machine is not lev-
€l i3 g quivering when turning. This
trouble may also be caused by the
bearings being too tight, or:the spin-
dle of the bcwl being slightly bent.

a-poor foundatiop is a forerunner of
considerable trouble. .
* There are several = things which
might happen to tause a variatica
from day to day in t)e amount and
percentage fat of the cream from the
same weight of milk. Separating the
milk with the rame machine, at the
same speed, day after day, does not
guarantee a uniform test, as fany
things may transpire to cause a vari-
ation. Increasing the speed abcve
normal tends. to increase the. percent-
age of fat in the cream and decrease
the weight; while decreased speed
lessens the percentage of fat and in-
creases the number of pounds. Feed-
‘ing the milk into the machine too
slowly, having the milk below ncrmal
‘temperature, or the cream outlet too
small, will have a teéndency to gause
8 thick cream. Feeding the milk too
fast, or clogged sKim-milk tubes;
causes thin cream. A fairly uniform
product can be secured day
after day by properly adjusting the
cream screw and' endeavoring to do
the separating when the milk is at a
certain temperature, and with the
machine ‘turned  at uniform speed.
‘Cream appearing on the skim-milk,
‘after standing a few hours, may be
'?Q\le to "cold mlilk, insufficient speed,
and’the machine not 'being on a firm
foundation. However, with the best
sepirator made and the taking of
every precaution,. the percentage fat
in the créam will vary more or less
from day tc day, as it is almost im-
passible  to perfectly control all the
tactors. which cause the variation.
For convenience the separator
should be in or near the stable. If
there is nc special milk-house a room
can be partitioned off in some part of
the stable, and if properly construct-
ed it can be made sanitary. It should
be kept clean and  well ventilated,
otherwise. there is danger of particles
of dust or djrt falling into the milk
whil2 it is beln separated, and any
,foul odor will be absovbed by warm
milk. Care should be taken to keep
the separator and its surroundings
clean ‘at all times. . Uuless this is
, done.the highest grade cream cannct
be: produced.

* The- farmer holds the key to thp
‘quality of the butter manufactiired
aiid the price received for the same.
The - market price of butter is gov-
‘erned primarily by ‘its quality. Good
bufter which brings top markét prices
can -bé made only from good cream,
and-the quality of the cream in turn
is ‘controlled by the care it receives
on _the farm. Under modern market
coniditions the quality of butter af-
féects its.price more than ever before.
i.e,,: the difference in price between
first grade butter dnd second grace
butter is very great. This fact is due
largely to the increase of imports of
foreign butter, made possible by the
reduced tariff. Most of this jmported
sbutter is of good quality. This influx
‘of foreign butter will be vastly great-
er. In: order to successfully meet this
competition with foreign butter, and
Candian. butter, we must produce
better butter; we must produce a but-
ter ¢qual in quality to that of the im-
ported product.—Maritime Farmer.

The six men were kept in conver-
saticn on board the submarine by the
yuderwater boat's commander, while
bombs were placed on board the San
Bernardo. When the steamer blew
up there was a moving picture opera-
tor on the bridge of the submarine
and a picture cf the entire proceeding
was taken.

“You seem to be annoyed,”said the
German captain in French, to the
supercargo, as the latter glanced to
the operator of the camera.

“Naturally, I would rather, be .a
hundreg miles away from you,” re-
plied the supercargo, “but since you
ave, without regard to our’ feelings,
taken o6ur pictures, Berliners will see
that the English and French always
have the smile.”
