1 was asked to prepare a by-law
and have it signed, which I did and
93 per cent of the property owners
between Upper Prince St. and Vic-
tory Avenue appended their signa-
tures. The petition also included in
its area the block south of Euston
st. to Fitzroy between Hillsboro
and Prince Streets,

The petition was prepared in con-
sultation with Mr, Martin and Mr.
Lapthorne, It was discussed by the
Council several times and at one
meeting was given a first reading.

Feeling that definite action
should be taken by the present
Council hefore going out of office,
1 urged the special committee ap-
pointed to consider the matter to
act without further delay. This
committee, however, felt that the
building restriction rate should not
be uniform for the whole district
and they recommended that houses
costing $2000 should be permitted in
tne area hetween the west side of
Upper Hillsboro St. and the West
side of Longworth Ave, in which
area there are a number of vacant
building lots belonging to the
Palmer, Longworth and Saunders
estates,

Although not actually stated in a
resolution of the Council, I under-
stand that the present Council
leaves for the incoming Council the
duty of passing another by-law,
with higher building restrictions for
the sections that have been omitted
particularly  Prince and  Upper
Prince Streets and Longworth

Ave,

It might be as well for those in-
terested to obtain a promise of
prompt action from the candidates
for the new Council.
