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LINOLEUM LORE

If your linoleum lcoks shabby
but is not worn out, you can
cover it with a durable paint which
is sold in a variety of iovely shrndes.

You can cover a floor with a mix-
ture of odd lengths of linoleum,
paint thém over with one color
and they will lcok like new lino.

Do not lay linoleum n frosty
weather as the frost makes it very
brittle.

If you are using thie nnoleum as
a surround for a carpet, mark the
floor space which ths carpev will
cover. Then mark 2 in. inside .he
first marks to show you how far
the lino thould extend. If you have
more than enough to ccver the
space, corners should be mitred, put
if there is a need for economy,
right-angled corners are best.

knife firmly along the ridge where
one piece overlaps the other,

Slide out the short piece and
bend it backward where the knife
has scored it, until it cracks, then
slit the material from the back.

When you have to cover a space
of an awkward shape, fit a sheet
of newspaper over the part of the
floor to be covered; mark the paper
with a penecil, then cut out the
shape for a pattern.

If a whole flcor is to be covered,
it is best to lay the strips parallel
with the long walls of the room,
starting against an unbroken wall

Use headless brads, about 6 in,
apart, for holding the linoleum
These can be knccked in at once
if you are relaying old material,
but if the lino is new it should be
left for a few days before it is

brodded dewn,

Start by fitting the first strip
against the longest unbrcken wall.
To make the two strips for the
