The sea of Marmora was
entered and they came to Constan-
tinople—a most beautiful city—made
capital of the Roman Empire by Con-
stantine the Great, and bearing his
name.

The party landed in Galata above
which is Pera. They crossed the riv-
er to Stamboul and visited St. Soph-
ia, once a Christian Church, but now
a Mohammedan Mosque. This church
had_ been built by Justinian. Dr.
MacLellan described the richness of
its sculptures In marbie, Porphyry
and Alabaster, as it then was. With-
in its walls for nearly a thousand
years the Roman Emperors. were
crowned. It is still wonderful in its
riches and its magnitude,

Constantinople, like many of the
Eastern cities in ill kept and unsan-
itary, and not in accordance with
Western ideals of cleanliness.
