Miss Joy Atkinson had to iravel
12000 miles from the Australian
bush, riding fifty miles on horse-
back, and swimming across three
rivers in ‘which there are crocodil-
©s, before she could reach London.

“And it was worth it,” she said
when Interviewed, She is only
twenty eight and has seen so much
of life in the raw that it beoame
monotonous. Her father is a cattle
rancher, .

She has come to see London for
the first time. ’

“Our farm, or station, as we call
it in Australia, is a desolate stretch
of country in Northern Queensland.
The nearest town is Calirns, a small
port 200 miles away.

“The station is larger than the
whole of London. We have about
10,000 cattle, ;

“Our nearest neighbors are eighty
miles away, but it is risky paying a

That means
they might not be home for days
on end. The nearest doctor and the
nearest cinema are a hundred mil-
es away.

Late Blight And
Rot of antoes

(Experimental Farms Note)

Late blight and tuber rot is the
most widely distributed and econo-
mically most destructive disease of
the potato crop. Partly by destroy-
ing the plants before the crop has
time to mature and partly by
rotting the potatoes, this disease is
frequently responsible for a twenty-
five per cent. reduction in yield.

The name late blight is used for
this disease to distinguish it from
the leaf disease known as early
blight and due to the fungus Alter-
naria solani, Early blight shows up
early in the growing season as dry,
brownish spots marked with several
rings. Late blight appears on the
leaves and stems later in the sea-
son and may be recognized in its
early stages as scattered spots, very
dark in colour, invariably becoming
water soaked in appearance. These
spots spread causing the destruc-
tion of the affected plants. Upon
examination of the under surface
of the leaves there will be seen a
greyish-white mildew which forms
a delicate ring surrounding the
blighted area. This is the fruiting
stage of the fungus and is com-
[posed of countless numbers of
| Spores. These spores fall on the top
{of the ground and during rainy
’weather they are washed into the
soll where they come into contact
|with the tubers, setting up the rot
[so well known at digging time and
later in storage. An affected tuber
at’ the point of infection hecomes
!chocolate brown in colour, very
soon shrinking and becoming hard-
ened. Upon cutting into such tub-
ers it will be seen that the flesh
underlying the diseased areas is
marked with rusty brown spots, a
condition  frequently extending
around the margin and Jater in-
volving the entire potato,

Late blight can be successfully
combatted by spraying the potatoes
with Bordeaux mixture made up of
4 pounds of copper sulphate,
pounds of hydrated lime (highest
purity) and 40 imperial gallons of
water, or full particulars as to
making Bordeaux write to the Do-
minion Laboratory of Plant Path-
ology, Charlottetown.

In attacking the late blight prob-
llem one should bear in mind that
‘thoroughness in spraying is abso-
lutely essential for good results.
[ Additional points of importance are
las follows:
1. Spray before blight appears.
2. Spray before it rains; giving

the spray a short periog for
drying. It will not wash off,
Spray all parts of the plants
above ground and maintain
high pressure,
