fgrmation which ‘has come to him
from an Indlan Government bur-
eau.  The book, which s ocalled
“Neyik”, is kept under lock axn} key
in the Talung monastory together
withy relics of former Kings and
Holy Llamas and deeply sacred ob-

Permission to visit the region in
which the monastory is located in
the mountains fastnees of Central
Sikkim is rarely granted to a Eur-
Gpean by the Maharajah who rules
the. country. As to studying  the
cherished volume of the priests, Mr
Remington pointed out that the fact
that no European has ever been al-
15%ed to do so shows how difffcult
if not impossible, the tulfiliment of
that desire is.

#Pire- Llamas assert, it is reported
that the engry Kanchenjunka—re-
garnded—by many mountain climbers
as the ‘most difficult peek to eon-
cuer—has gctually been ascended by
native climbers in the past. No dat-
es, mames or places of such an ex-
ploit, however, are given. The Bud-
dhist priests further say that ac-
cess to each of the five “easy” paths
to the top of Mount Kanchenjunga
}s gained by a gate. This gate is
3ald to be made of stone and the
l'oly men maintain that each gate
has a key, hidden near by.

Allthough pointing out that the
story of the existence of the myster
lous sacred volume which is sup-
posed to make oonquest of the
mountain which has successfuly de-
fied the most thorough expeditions
of European scientists is probably a
miure o legend and fact, the In-
dian ‘report contends that there is
an excellent likelilhood that the
Liamp priests have in their possess-
fon knowledge which would prove
of great value to Buropean mount-
ain dlimbers.

At least one fact which leads to
serioyys consideration of the story if
that ' Kanchenjunga literally trans-
lated! in the Tibetan language
means: “The five treasures of the
glaciers”. These five treasures, the
priests say, are the five gates in
L.‘elr: story. 5\&

Molunt Kanchenjunga, at  the
hilltop of the country, is a symbol of
religién, The snow-capped work of
nature with its mighty glaciers weigh
ing rillions of tons, is reversed as a
mighty god holding in its power the
destinies of human beings, It is be-
cause. of this religious aspect of t>
mountain in the eyes of natives that
the fhilure of the recent expedic' a
to Mount Kanchenjunga - is no sur-
prise to the Llama priests.

He de-
clared that the mountain would be
conquered ultimately, but before
that day arrives mountain climbers
must learn a great deal more than
they now know. about the perils to
be encountered.

“Kanchenjunga will be climbed
when some drug has been discover-
ed which will enabl e man to accli-
mate himself to the physical diffi-
culties which have to be faced at
these enormus heights” he explain-
od. “We tried every route that of-
fered a chance of approach, but
everywhere we were baffled by ice
walls of gigantic size.”

General C. G. Bruce, . assoclated
with several expeditions to climb
Mount Everest, the highest peak in
the world, has said that an ascent of
Kimchenju.uga. offers a much more
difficult problem in  mountain
climbing, In his opinion and that of
many other experienced, mountain
climbers, the conquest of Kanchen-
funga offers by far the most serious
obstacles of any mountain on the.

Religions Riots
In Liverpool

(Speeial to the Guardian)

—

LIVERPOOL, July 28—After a
night of ceaseless vigilance, with
hundreds of police patrolling the
streets and ambulances parked for
emergencies, fighting between Cath-
olics and Protestants in the Nethers-
field Road area was resumed today.
The religious partisans stormed a
police court, where several persons
arrested in yesterday's disturbances |
were being brought before a magis-
trate and held for trial. Outside the
Court building a huge crowd gath-
ered and divided into two factions
which booed and shouted at each
other when the prisoners eppeared.
The trouble started at the doors
of the court room where women took
the jnitiative, jostling the crowd,
screaming and refusing to be quieted.
The fighting had been so fierce
yesterday that the authorities had
an ample force of officers on hand
to prevent development of serlous
rioting today.

Police guarded three Roman Cath-
olic churches in Liverpool after the
riot, in which at least nine persons
were injured yesterday. Crowds of
shouting citizens gathered before a
Catholic seminary in & Protestant
section here last night when a false
rumor was circulated that Rev. Dr.
Richard Downey, Roman Catholic
Archbishop of Liverpool, planned to
visit the school. Police reserves were
callegl to. preserve order, but when
they arrived the crowd became
threatening and the police charged
them several times, wielding their
night sticks.
