When we march-
ed from camp to entertain the people
were very kind.

One old lady brought me some tea
and cake and some = water for my
horse. She kissed me and said I was
somebody's boy’. Everybody cheered
us and we felt quite important.”

CONDITIONS IN EGYPT.

In a later letter from Cairo he
says: ‘“We disembarked at Alexand-
ria, and I managed to look round for
a couple of hours. The glamor of the
east soon fades away, and the sanitary
arrangements are hardly,ideal. The
smells are not of fruits and spices, al-
though the novelists say so. We en-
trained for Cario, and are now camp-
ing on the recesourse knee deep in
sand and dust and tormented  with
flies. The people round here are ex-
tremely cultured and wealthy, as this
is a residential quarter, and one does
not see the awful squalor that is such
a common feature out here. The haw-
kers and beggars pester one to death,
and how they all manage to live 1
can’'t understand. They nearly all go
barefoot, and can walk unconcernedly
over cinders and kroken glass. We
may be going into barracks in a  few
weeks; the sooner the better. I used
to perspire pretty freely at home, but
here—! The horses had a bad pass-
age, and we lost about 50. I do look
strange in a sun helmet’. We have a
little black kitten with us; we got it
from a little girl at Southampton.”

We had a lecture on the situation,
which seemed extreemely satisfactory,
and the chief concluded with the
words, ‘I am proud of my men and
confident of the result when the mo-
ment arrives.” We are keeping fit for
our part in this world's tragedy.

LEARNING TO COOK.,
A transport driver writes home:
We do not mind a littie petrol in

our stews. It all goes the same way,
or it might get half filled with mud,
splashes up by a passing motor. We
do not mind that in the least—it all
helps to color the gravy.

I have not told anything a-
bout our stews yet. I have all that to
tell her when I get home. But won't
my cooking experience come in handy
when I get home! You see it will be
like this.

NANCY, Jan. 25,via Paris, Jan. 27.—
“We could drive the Grmans back here
il we chose to attack in force,” said a
staffl officer who accompanied the cor-
erspondents on tour of the positions
held by the French in Lorraine.

“But there would be no object in do-
ing this. We should have to retreat un-
less advances were made at certain
other points alcng our line, Every
thousand yard trench is linked up
with another, and each division front
with the others.”

At that time the members of the par-
ty were looking out from the positions
among the ridges of the Vcsges across
the old frontier,which the French had
swept over in their invasion of Lor-
raine and the Germans in their in-
vasion of Eastern France. The re-
serve territorials quartered in the vil-
lages near the front were busy exca-
vating new trenches to stay any Ger-
mans attack in force.

“It gives the men exercise,” said the
officer, and sometimes the Germans
drop in shells and interrupt the work
for a while. We will go on now to
where we may g et a shell ourselves.”

“Under cover from the rising ground,
while the French guns were firing from
the woods on eithsr side, the car was
stopped. The correspondents went to
the trenches on the edge of the wood,
but the Germans guns did not think
them worth a shell. “They are differ-
ent this afternoon,” said one soldier.

There were glimpses to be had of
the Alpine trocps, sturdy mountain-
eers, at home in this mountain work.
Whether in the front line trenches or
in reserve, the spirit of the men was
the same. All were bearded and warm-
ly clothed, cheerily referring to them

selves as poilus, which means “be-
whiskered bear cats,” who had heen
fighting, French humor, clan and demo-
cracy were abundant. The officers
say that after the first menth of the
war many of the men were homesick,
but they have now settled down to the
comradeship of war.

The professional opinion that the
French army has been improved by
the war is evident to an observer. The
winter has given time for perfecting
cf the organization and the hardening
of the troops. The further away from
Paris, the nearer to the front, the
more resolute and cheerful seems to
be the atmosphere.

The destruction in this region,which
no correspondent had visited before
surpasses anything seen in Belgium.
Luneville has suffered greater damage
than Louvain. It was here late in Aug-
ust and early in September that the Ba-
varian army tried to sweep through
the gap between Epinal and Toul, and,
failing this, struck at Nancy—fight-
ing of overwhelming severity, charge
and counter-charge, and all unchroni-
cled to the world. French kepis and
German helmets were still to  be
found in abundance in the fields.

Every building or village on the
heights where artillery was likely to
be placed has been utterly shattered,
the fields are scarred with trenches.
On the rising ground, graves are as
thick as in a cemetery.

Hod the French failed here and the
Bavarians succeeded the French army
would have been in a trap. Virtually
all the villages destroyed are now in
the hands of the French, while the Al-
sace-Lorraine frontier is still most
closely guarded.
