Smith was_telling me about the
trouble he experienced when on
one of his recent trips. - It seemed
e had been fined for disobeying
an ordinance in a.city he had never
driven through before. His inter-
est in the matter of knowing how
to keep within the law as it varies
Ifrom one city to another was evid-
ent,
| “What's a motorist to do?" he
pleaded. “In one city he gets
bawled out if he goes in front of
the cop in turning, while in another
he is *“called” for going around
the cop. In some places he can
make a right-hand turn, no matter
which way the stop-go sign hap
pens to be pointing; in others he
can't. In.some cities he is within
the law if his car is eight feet from
a fire hydrant, but if he left the
car.in this position in some other
cities he would have a 'fine to pay.
I just heard of a case where a driv-
er was forced to make a technical
violation of the local ordinance by
turning to the left of a street car
‘which -had stopped to take on pas-
sengers. The ‘streets were wet.
His car was sliding. © There wa
only one alternative for safety'!
sake. Now, as I understand it, the
law is intended as a means of pro-
tecting citizens primarily, but here
was a case wherein the motorist
would have jeopardized the safety
of a group of citizens, and perhaps
injured them, had he elected to
obey the law to the letter. He did
the only reasonable thing under
the circumstances, yet he was ar-
rested. In some cities his action
would have been approved. So
how in. the name of Sam Hill is a
motorist to know what to do when
one thing goes in one place and
not in another?”

“That’'s a question ‘bothering
more motorists than one,” I replied
“When you've had some trouble
with a certain locality, and have
been a victim of ignorance, dumb
‘uck or unjust justice you natur-
ally root for the idea of having all
ordinances uniform. Under certain
conditions this might be a good
plan, but wouldn’t it cripple the
progress of regulating motor car
traffic? 1f all the cities and towns
operated under the same set of ord-
inances we would soon find that in
many places many of the ordinance
would be unnecessary. 2

“For instance, suppose there was
a standard law requiring that no
automobile shall he parked nearer
than eight feet to a fire hydrant.
I can show you many places right
here in this city where because of
the position of° hydrants there
would be no danger . in parking
cars directly in front of them; but,
on the other hand, there are an
equal number of places where cars
ought not to be allowed td stand
even 20 feet away. It all depends
upon_circumstances, which to my
way of thinking are hetter judged
by those officials who are in touch
with the situation.

“When each community has its
own ordinances there is created a
sort of rivalry. Each city or town
tries to outdo the other in the ef-
fectivenéss of its traffic regula-
tions. If you have trouble in a
certain city and honestly believe
you. were unfairly treated you
ought to take it up with your
automebile club’and with the motor
vehicle commissioner of your State.
If enough pressure is brought to
bear upon the unjust local officials
something can be done. Unfortun-!
ately there are too many unneces-
sary ordinances on the books and
too literal interpretation applied to
those ordinances which are intend-
ed to cover intentional wiolations,
but nothing can be gained by urg-
ing that all ordinances be stand-
ard.”
