Sinks Torpedo Boat Destroyed

Tiger, Drowning Thirty-six
Men-Disaster Occurred At

Night Ships

Lights

Carrying No

PORTSMOUTH ENGLAND, April 8
—(Bpecial)—Thirty-six men, including
Lieut. Middleton, Commander of the
torpedo boat destroyer Tiger, ‘lost
their lives in a collision off the Isle
of Wight last night between the des-
troyer and the British Cruiser Ber-
wick.

The vessels belonged to the Ports.
mouth Division of the home fleet and
were engaged in night manoeuvres in
the channel while on their way to
Portland, !

The night was dark and the Ber-
wick was steaming slowly. When the
destroyer attempted to cross her how
ghe was caught amidship and cut in
half with knifelike = precision, sinking
almost immediately.

The deck crew who were dressed in
heavy ctlskins and boots, went down
with the vessel, not having time to

free themselves - from their-heavy in-
cumbrances.

Most of the twenty-two men saved
were engineers and stokers, who hav-
ing light clothing were able to keep
themselves afloat until the boaktg
from the other ships picked them up,

The collision occurred at about ten
o'clock last night when the ships
were manoeuvring without lights.

It is believed that several of the
men were killed by the impact.

Tugs were dispatched to the scene
of the disaster at daylight and divers
will make an attempt to recover the
bodies of the drowned men.
