SPLICING A ROPE.

Many times when a new rope is cut

is someonc who can do the splicing

.| act, there is an expensive pause for

the fatmer. The beginner had better
v use three feet of rope in which to
make his splice, This on ordinary
three-ply rope.

Take one end and ravel back one
strand three feet. Take the corre-
sponding strand on the other end and
ravel it back three feet eight inches
and weave into the place of strand
raveled from the first rope. When you
get to the three feet raveled you will
still have eight inches. Cut off all
but eigth inches off the first strand
raveled out, tie firmly with cord these
two along with the rope where these
two strands meet. :

Take the next strand and have
these meet with about 18 inches ravel
and the next with about eight inches,
tying them to keep them in place.
Then weave in the eight inch strands
neatly and after a few hours’ wear
the place of splicing can be gcarcely
detected. They look better and hold
tighter if put over one strand and un-
der two, although the every other one
brings the same result. With a lit.
tle practice this can be done in five
minutes, and the rope aways hreaks
somewhere else.

J.BH. REDDIN

Citizens were shocked and saddened
yesterday afternoon on learning of the
death of ‘Mf.

It is curious to watch the ease
with which the new British Tommy ar-
rived at the first stage of his remark-
able foreign tour, his future as un-
known as the name of the village in
which he finds himself, takes it all
with as much composure as though he
had never done anything else.

Tall, lithe figures of
Punjabis, Dogras and Pathans in tur-
bans and faces the color of the des-
ert, their sharp, swarthy faces and
curled black beards, playing Scotch
reels on bagpipes with an increasing
speed, the drums as convulsive as
quick-firers when the drummer was
not putting a double halo around his
head with the magic sticks, and shrill
cries coming from odd corners, where
there were men of all clans at every
‘ecstatic moment.

The small children tried to creep
between the legs of the native troop-
ors who looked down in surprise, saw

The Tresveniki, a Russian sect that
preaches nothjng but temperance,
drew up a great petition which after
what was there, and hoisted the
youngsters above their turbans.
