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THE ELECTION

With six seats to hear from, one in Al-
berta, one in British Columbia, two in Hali-
~fax; one in Manitoba and-one-inthe-Yukon
the Union Government has been ‘sustained
by a majority of 47, a majority greater
than the most optimistic forecasts predict-
ed. Tt is almost certain that the Yukon
will return.a Union member;
ity is that both Halifax seats will go to the
government, and if the British Columbia
and Manitoba constituencies follow the ex-
ample of the other western ridings, they
also may be counted on the side of Sir
Robert Borden’s government, thus adding
six to the already magnificent majority.
The Guardian takes pride in chronicling
this great achievement. @ We had never
doubted the result in Canada. We had ad-
vised the people here that the Union Gov-
ernment would be returned with a major-
ity of between forty and fifty; and did so
on information received from one of the
most experienced and expert newspaper
men in Canada who is in close touch with
all the provinces in the dominion.  He
seriously erred in only one instance and
that was with regard to our own province;
his fforecast was that we should return
two Union candidates and two Laurierites.
It may be that the soldiers’ vote may yet
bring this about, but meantime Prince Ed-
ward Island has to go on record as stand-

ing alone in Canada with Quebec as being].

solidly anti-conscription and anti-unicn
This is a hard pill to swallow for a people
renowned for their loyalty and their activ-
ity in all. good works connected with the
war, That they have been misled by the
insidious canvas of the Laurierites goes
without saying. We have no desirg to go
into this matter at the present time; suffice
it to say that many electors, and especially
women voters, at the last moment went to
the polls to vote, as they said, against Bor-
den taking their last boy from them and
sending him to the front.

"In other provinees, as we have already
said, the anti-conseription vote was large-’
ly counterbalanced by the vote of patriotic
Liberals who rose above party and lent the
weight of their influence and vote to the
Union policy. In Prince Edward Island
only a few Liberals were big enough to
place country before party and these, un-
fortunately, were far from sufficient to off-
set the anti-conscription vote on the Con-
servative side. When all is said and done
and we come to the last analysis of the sit-
uation in Prince Edward Island, it must
be admitted that the isolation of Prince
Edward Island with Quebec in the domin-
ion of Canada is due to these two prime
factors, the failure of the Liberal leaders
to follow the example of Liberal leaders in
other provinces in the support of Union,
and .the defection of anti- -conscriptionists
in the Conservative party.

It may be said that the Union organiza-|

tion in the three counties was as good as
.if not better than the organization of the
Laurierites. In some instances it was su-
perior but unfortunately no organization
could counteract the effect of the Military
Service Act, and the Exemption Boards in
the country, the city and towns. The Laur-
ierite candidates played upon the natural
antipathy of many people to conscription
and conjured up bogeys which appealed
with force to the unthinking and credul-
ous amongst the electorate. In many
places the Union workers were met
with the same story, “Borden wants to
send all our boys to the front and is starv-
ing them.” The falsity of this is self-evi-
dent but with women, and with men of
military age, it proved a potent factor in
defeating the Union candidates and the re-
sult is Quebec and Prince Edward Island
are linked together as anti-Union provinces
of Canada.
