HOUS'%ON. Tex., Deoc,
Hundreds of homes in the north-
west section of Houston were in-
vaded by floodwaters of Buffalo
Bayou today as the stream, flood-
ed by torrential rains, did damage
estimated at more than $1,000,000
and seriously threatened Houston's
water supply.

The Bayou continued to rise here
at a rate of about 10 inches an
hour, with the crest expected late
in the night. The threat to the
water supply arose when the
Bayou flooded and stopped the
central pumping plant. Other
plants were still pouring water in-
to the mains, but pressure vas low.

Virtually every bridge over the
Bayou will need repairs, and nu-
merous streets were damaged.
Losses really began mounting this
morning when water began pour-
ing into basements of stores and

along the Bayou. Near-
ly all the business houses were
crowded to the doors with Christ-

Views Awaitea

Before the Hoare-Laval plan be-
comes anything like an accomplish-
ed fact it must be accepted ‘irst by
the three prime parties in the East
African  confli®t—Italy, Bthiopla
and the League.

Observers helieved that the Lea-
gue's reaction would depend pure-
ly on the reception the proposal re-
celves in Rome and Addis Ababa.
If Italy and Ethiopia are willing
to move toward péace on the basis
suggested by Premier Laval and Sir
Bamuel, it is felt the League will
not stand in the way.
