Gen. Weeks, who first gained
recognition as an organizer
when he planned the military
part of the King’s trip through
Canada in 1939, now is deep
the job of demobilizing the
old and recruiting the new

army.

Demobilization is free of most of
its knots and wrinkles, but the big
job of recruiting the new army is
in its early stages. At present an
interim army of between 20,000,
and 25,000 is being raised to fur-
nish occupation forces and man
Canada’s home defences until
Sept. 30, 1947

This force will compose a basls
from which to form the permanent
force after March 31, 1946, when
terms of service in this force will
be announced. Delay in announ-
cement on the permanent force is
the lack of information on Can-
ada's commitments in ejther world
or reglonal security arrangements.

Serving soldiers who measure up
to strict age, physical and educat-
ional standards mav join the inte-
rim force with promise of accept-
ance into the permanent active
force when it is finally organized.
The same standards will apply to
the continuing active army.

No figures are available on en-
listment in the new army, but a
high-ranking officer has said it is
“encouraging.” He said enlistment
of officers was “above expecta-
tions.”

The role of education in the ar-
my will be an important one with
facllities avalilable to ralse educa-
tional standards which will be
needed for promotion.

There likely will be some revision
in the program of the Royal Mil-
itary College at Kingston, Ont.
“Officer production” is one of the
big programs In post-war planning
and it is likely that steps will: be
taken in several directions.
