Making Concrete Bricks Out oY Wasse
Heaps.

An English inventor proposes to utilia¢
waste heaps by making them into con
wote bricks. His idea is to turn to ao
sount any sort of waste, even that from
destruotors, hy mixing in certain propor
tions either destructor ashes, clinkers,
chippings and dust from stone, hard sand,
,colliery olippings, or scavenger rofuse,
with blue lias or hydranlic llme. The
mixture is shoveled Into troughs divided
\nto seottans, and afterward passed
throngh a brick press, or blooks may b
made from the product in molds or jack-
ots. These are staked and dried in the
open air. The more costly processes of
ordinary brick-making, namely, the set
ting, burning and drawing, are avoided.
The blocks or bricks usually harden in
about two months, when they are ready
for use.
