HUMORIST OF FIRST WATER

“If a French-Canadian wishes fa-
icilities  to -educate his: children-in his
own language,” says the letter, “what
‘should it signify whether he lives on
the left or the ‘right bank of ‘the "Ot-
tawa River! One sometimes hears
that the action of provincial authori-
‘ties is dictated by a regard for the
‘best interests of the French-Cana-
dians, who are in danger of growing
.up in ignorance of English, Who:
ever devised this reason Iis undoubt
edly. & humorist of the first- water.
“Now I hold the French-Canadians
of Ottawa are the hest judges ol
their requirements. Their attitude
strikes. mo .as  cntirely. reasonahle.
They are not averse to learning Eng-
lish. On the contrary they are keen
to' acquire both langnages and in this
respect, they put us English-speak-
ing people to shame.

“And = yet the Irench-Canadian
children are to be shackled in their
cmployment of French. lest forsooth
‘they .should grow up in.ignorance of
English. What amazing effrontery
is' here.
