|London Paper Seeking
Views On Royal Romance

Jan, 5 —(CP)—The

paper Sunday Pictorial asked
its millions of readers today to ans-
wer the big question now con-
fronting the United Kingdom:
Should Prircess Elizabeth marry
Prince Philip of Greece?

Devoyng its front page to the
launching of a public poll, which
was headlined “should our future
Queen wed Philip?” the newspap-
er asked its readers to consider the
question with “sympathy and wis-
dom” and send their views to its
“royal marriage” department.

“Above all,” the Pictorial declar
ed, “the loyal people over whom
the Princess will one day rule as
Queen must also be afforded the
opportunity of expressing their
views—not after the event, as oc-
curted over another royal erisis in
1936, but before it.”

The other “crisis” referred to was
the abdication of King Edward
VIII, now the Duke of Windsor, to
Marry Wallis Warfield Simpson.

Although Buckingham Palace has
denied repeatedly that the 25-year-
old Prince and the Princess are
betrothed the Pictorial sald “the
conviction is strongly held in in-
formed circles that an annourae-
ment is contemplated sooner or lat-
er of the engagement.

The royal romance has been a
hot issue because of some expressed
criticism of any wedding between
the Princess and Greek royalty
which Is in ill repute with the voc-
al Leftist section of British politics.

The Communist Daily Worker de-
clared Saturday that the romance
had been discussed on the ‘highest
political level” and denounced the
match as part of “intrigues . . to
strengthen Britain's hold on Greece
as the imperial outpost in the
Mediterranean”.

This high-level recognition was
denied by the Evening News, which
said the engagement had Tmot been

| discussed by the Cabinet or

The influential Sunday paper,
The Observer, was even more em-
phatic in declaring that there was

LONDON, Jan. 5 — (AP) — A
Parliamentary committee recom-
mended today “an entirely new
policy” toward Greece. It urged
withdrawal of British troops, sup-
port of an all-party government
with new elections and guarantee
of Greece's present frontiers.

The recommendations were made
to the Cabinet by four Labor
Party members of parliament, two
Conservatives and one Liberal
who visited Greece for two weeks
last August. The report was sub-
mitted also to King George of the
Hellenes and the present Greek
Government.

Its Navy and Coast Guard force
of 108 men and five clvillan
scientists and their families sur-
vived the deluge, but two planes
flew quickly to the island and
were standing by for rescue oper-
atlons if the next high tlde should
again sweep the low-lying dots of
land.

A Coast Guard cutter, an army
freighter and a navy destroyer
were en route to Palmyra under
forced draft, with the first ex-
pected to arrive early Monday.

While the two BITs which
reached Palmyra from Oahu and
Johnston Island ‘could not evacu-
ate all personnel, Vice Admiral
John Hall, 14th Naval District
Commandant, said there were
numbers of small boats in which
all could keep afloat if needed.

He sald the atoll's alrstrips
were reported usable and’ there
was plenty of gasoline, but the
evacuation—if required—might be
a tricky thing. as flood waters
could make the strips at least
temporarily unusable.

Palmyra’s ordeal by water first
became known in a serles of terse-
ly-worded but nerve-tingling ap-
peals for help broadcast by the
