British Labor
Party Opposes

SOUTHPORT, England, Oct. 4—
The British Labor Party in .con-
ference here today stronzly de-
nounced the government's proposed
law against civil and military dis-
obedience and resolved that “Pre-
mier MacDonald, by assuming re-
sponsibility for this law, has com-
pleted his surrender to the Torles.”
That statement was made by J.
R. Clymes, outstanding Laborite,
after the text of the bill had been
described to the delegates as “an
outward expression of the govern-
ment’s fascist policy.”
The bill provides for stern
punishment of disobedience on the
part of any civil or military gov-
ernment employee and I8 directed
against communist and socialist
agitation. It was unani ly con-

| section of North Market Street was
chosen for the erection of the
pumps last summer, af'sr a test
had been made of the water, found
\ there. The artesian wells were bor-
'ed by Trask Well Co., Amherst.
These' wells give an adequate sup-
ply of pure water. The pumps,
which were installed under the dir-
ection of Mr. Alfred Groom, en-
gineer for the Water Commission-
ers, were purchased from the Dar-
ling Oo. 8t. John, N. B, and are
run by electricity. The larger of
the two pumps can pump 135 gal-
|lom of pure water per minute and
the other ome 100 gallons to the
minute. With these two pumps in
rurming order and the regular
pump going the town of Summer-
side will have adequate water sup-
ply and fire protection. Two new
hydrants have been placed in the
west end, which will give the res-
idents of that part of the town
a plentiful supply of water should
there be a fire. The residents will
also have the opportunity of a
supply of town water, which should
be an asset to properties in the
