of Royaliy, for as one of the leading

)phmtel‘w_ts in the world he had been

in ciose touch with Queen Vietoria,
King FEdward, King George and
Queen Mary, the Prince of Wales
and his brothers, For 32 years, from
1890 to 1922, he was chairman of the
largest stamp business: in the world,
located in London and during most
of that time was royal philatelist to
their Majesties.

Of pecular interest to the Dominion
was Mr. Phillips’ account of a gentle-
man walking into his stamp shop in
London and offering a perfect copy
of the rare Canada 12-pence stamp
of 1851, now valued at $2,000.. The
purchase was concluded— and when
he learned the seller was the Mar-
quis of Lorne, who had obtained this
and several. similar stamps while he
was governor general of Canada from
1878 to 1883,

Mr, Phillips’ address was of rare
value because it' dealth throughout
with personal contacts with royalty.
He spoke of Queen Victoria however
as one who-had not met her person-
ally. He told of the general belief
the Queen was quite angry when she

[saw the special “Mafeking Besieged”

stamps issued in 1900 by authority of
General Baden-Powell, One of the
stamps showed a.déspateh rider; an-
other a bust of General Baden-Powell
Mr. Phillips recalled the report the
Queen said that up to that time her
own portrait and that of her family

.| were considered correct on all the

stamps of her dominions, and the in-
cident probably mitigated against any
further honors that the General
would otherwise have received.

‘Mr, Phillips told of King Edward
inspecting the erection of a large
margee at Buckingham Palace. He
three a half-smoked cigar down and
then found several of the workmen
quarrelling over who-should have it;
