TRINIDAD, Col., Feb 10—Tha bod-

day. A. E. Sutton, agsistant superin-
tendent in the charge of the rescuc
vork was overcome by gas and was
carried to the surface. He will prob-

The superintendent gaid this morn-
ing that he believed the explosion
was due to the accidental discharge
of blasting powder. There is little
hope of finding the remaining six men
alive. All the dead and missing are
toreigners. When the explosion took
ylace, seventeem men wWere in the
mine, but two, shot flire®s were res-
cued two hours after the explosion.
I'ne force of the explosion, which was
distinctly felt at Trinidad, seems to
have been the greatest in the main
clope. Timbers were blown 100 feet
from the mouth of the slope.

The explosion wrecked the fan
house, the fan was uninjured and is
still working although the air has
been short-circuited by the blowing
of brattices and doors. Twenty res-
cuers reached 2000 feet. At that dis-
tance black damp was encountered
and helmet men are now making their
way through .the poisonous gas, brat-
iicing the fires as they advance.

the year round or that the same
churning temperature may be employ-
ed upon different farms. A farmer
who milks Holstein-Friesian cows
may find 50 degrees F. a satisfac
tory churning temperature, whereas
the producer of Jersey cream may
find it necessary to churn his cream
'at 60 degrees F'. The butter-fat in
Holstein cream is softer tham that in
Jersey cream and hence must be
churned at a low temperature.

1t is perfectly possible, however, to
obtain a satisfactory churning at €0
degrees one day and experience
trouble at the same temperature the
next. If the cream is cooled from €5
to 60 degrees just before churnsng.
one day and warmed up from 55 to-
60 degrees the next, the former croam
will churn in much less time than

the latter, though both wers placed
in the churn at the same tempera-
ture.  The reason for this is that

the butter-fat cools and warms up
sich more slowly than the other
parts of the cream, and hence when
the cream is cooled suddenly five de-
grees the temperature of the butter-
fat itself may have been reduced only
one or two degrees. Similarly, when
cream is warmed up five degrees the
butter-fat itseli may have warmed up
ofly slightly. Cream should be held
at she churning temperature at least
half an hour before churning in ord-
er to be sure that the butter-fat has
the same temperature as the rest o
the cream.

Always uge g reliable thermometer.
We have passed the day when the
finger will be depended on to tell the
temperature of the cream.

Another trouble in churning results
trom -too-sweet cream,. Cream. should
be held at a temperature of about 70
degrees F., until it becomes distinct-
ly sour. Well souréd cream:will-pour
from a dipper like thick syrup, will
taste sour and will smell sour. The
actual per: cent. of acid at churning
should be ‘between five and six-tenths
as determined by  tests especially
made for this purpose, Sour cream
will make hetter butter and more but-
ter, and will churh more easily than
gweet or pratially sotred cream.
Qwest cream, especially if thin or
at a low temperature, will cause end-
lesa trouble in churning. With such
cream theré is more or less foaming
and, if very thin, the butter will not
gather. .
With & five gallon churn, cream
testing 26 per dent. will give the
pest results in ¢hurning, while 30 per
cont. will give hest results with
churng of ten or fiftden gallons eapa-
city. Never fill a churn qulr\a half

During cold weather it is easy to
keep cream swget several days, but it
should be remémbered that old cream
will make poor butter. While a low
temperature will prévent cream from
souring it will net stop other ferm-
entations which give rise to various
objectionable flavors in butter. The
sooner the cream is soured the bet-
ter the flavor of the butter.

At this season of the year there is
also much mottled (unevenly color-
ed) butter to be found upon the
market. Mottled butter is due to in-
sufficient working, which results in
an uneven distribution of the salt.
Butter should be kept reasonably
soft during working to allow the salt
to dissolve and penetrate every par-
ticle of the butter. Cold salt may
causa mottles and the safest DPractice,
is to have the salt at practically the
same temperature as the cream when
applied to the butter.—John Mich-|
els.
