Coldweli Outlines
' Post-War Policies

OTTAWA, Au%. 5 — (CP) —M.
J. Coldwell, COF leader, speaking
in the External Affairs debate in
the Commons, today outlined steps
which he said would promote an
expanding world economy, ground-
ed on social justice and dedicated
to lasting peace.

These steps included:—

1. No parleys with the German
Junker class generals but “we must
treat with representatives of Ger-
man reborn trade unions, farm or-
ganizations and churches.”

2. Provision of self-government
for all peoples capable of ruling
themselves and international super-
viston of backward Eeoples with a
view to assisting them in their
struggle for democratic self-de-
termination.

3. Negotiations, under the aus-
ices of the United Nations, for
fmmedinte settlement of the Indian
problem,

4. Establishment of an interna-

tional organization resting on a

world-wide foundation of soclal

and economic justice and democra-

tically representative of all peoples
reat and small.

. Abolition of national arma-
ments and their pooling in an in-

6. Planned use of economic re-
sources to raise living standards
' through the world and eliminate
insecurity, poverty and exploita-

on.
7. Renunciation by Canada of
the idea of a commonwealth power
bloc, - but the use of avenues open
to British nations in the ways of
co-operative endeavor.

8. Conclusion of a treaty of co-
operation and non-aggression with
the Soviet Union.

9. Establishment of Canadian

Union.

10. Abolition of all national air
forces and the setting up of a
super-national air force to enforce
