That brings us back to an article
written by Cmar Brager-Larsen,
who placed the platina pelts on the
American market a few seasons ago
and through judicious management
effected the sale of a large num-
ker at very high averages, one
reaching $11,000 at auction. We
quote:—“Out of a hundred females
only 76 can be bred successfully.
Out of those 76 Jitters 151-2% of the
pups will die, When you consider
that in platina fox breeding no
more than 50 per cent of the sur-
viving pups are pure platina fox
and the rest are poor silvers, you
can see what a gamble the fur far-
mer takes. Pure platina pups are
far weaker at birth than pure sil-
ver fox pups. However, if they sur-
vive the first four weeks of puppy-
hood the platina foxes eventually
kecome much stronger and sturdier
than the silvers.”

Delving back to the origin of the
platina fox Mr. Larsen states: “Th
first platina fox was Mons, which
arrived in the Soring of 1933.
