West opened the heart jack.
South took one lcok at the dummy,
felt extremely pleased with what
he saw — and then proceeded to
lose the slam ceontract.

At the second trick South led
to the diamond ace and returned
a diamond, to void dummy of the
suit. Bast won and sent back a
trump. South ,won, ruffed a dla-
mond, overtook a trump and ruff-
ed his last diamond, then had to
get back to his own hand to draw
the trumps. That, however, was
more easily plamned than accom=
plished. After South had ruffed the
third Tound of clubs he found that
West had more trumps than he
had, and that defeat was inevitable.

Obviously, if trumps had broken
32 South would not have had any
{rouble, almost regardless of the
line of play he adopted. Insuring
against a 4-1 break, however, should
have been South's first thought.
Actually, any proccdure «would en-
tail some risk, but a far more pro-
pitious plan would have been as
follows:

At the very staft South cashes
the top clubs, accepting the very
slight danger that an opponent will
be able to ruff. Once that extremc-
ly low hurdle is passed, South is
almost in the clear. He ruffs a
club with an honor, goes back to
dummy with a heart, ruffs the
last club with an honor, then cash=
es his own last trump honor. Now
he simply overtakes the trump
elght in dummy and draws trumps.
At the end he concedes a diamand.
