Lt. Col. M’Avity
Dies Suddenly
‘At Saint John

SAINT JOHN, Nov, 2—Lt Col.
James L. McAvity, founder and
former commander of the 26th
New Brunswick Battalion, Cana-
dian Expeditionary Force, a pion-
eer of the Yukon gold rush and
promnent in Saint John business
circles, died suddenly here yester-
day at the age of 67.

Scion of a family linked for years
with Saint'John commercially, so-
cially and patrioticaly, Lt. Col. Mc-
Avity had been in failing health for
the past few months, )

He mobilized, dr:lled and even-
tually led the 26th . Battalion
through some of the hardest fight-
ing of the world war. While. over-
seas he acted as brigadier of the
5th Canadian Infantry Brigade. He
was invalidled home after 20
months of active service in Fland-
ers, At the time of conscription he
was chief recruiting officer for
New Brunswick,

Always interested in military
life, Lt. Col. McAvity was a crack
rifle shot and made Canadas Bis-
ley team in 1891 and 1804,

He was a son of James H. Mc-
Avity, whose . father founded in
Sa'nt John the M-cAvity business
of manufacturing brass and other
ymetal work., In addition he was
'assoclated with other industrial
| enterprises.

The adventure of the Klondike
gold rush called him in 1897, and
he was active in prospect ng, man-
aging and transportation angles of
!the rush,
