CHAMBERLAN
DPPOSES
STABILIZATION

(A. P, By Guardian’s Special Wire)

LONDON, Oct. 1-—Neville Cham-
berlain, Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer, in opposing stpes toward
immediate stabilization of cur-
rencies, 'sald today he saw a ray
of hope in world economic condi-
tions,

“The shrinkage of international
trade, which has been such an un-
‘happy feature of the last few years,
cannot ' be attributed to any one
cause,” he sald. “Many things have
been at work, monetary, economic,
political, financial and even psy-
chological.

“Nevertheless, it ‘does seem to
me the lessons of these difficult
times have not been lost upon us.
In spite of apparent strong differ-
ences of opinion, the world today
is mearer agreement than it has
been at any time since the Great
War as to the direction in which
we all ought to set our faces.”

Addressing  the International
Parliamentary Commercial Con-
ference, Chamberlain said: “In the
present tense conditions of affairs
in Rurope, even the most tentative
approach to stabilization is quite
unthinkable.”

A message from King George to
the conference, in which 31 nations
are represented, said:

“At the present time, when there
are signs of recovery from econ-
omic .crisls, this meeting is.of
special importance. It emphasizes
the fact that prosperity could not
be found in isolation, but by co-
operation, and that the advantage
to each country could only be
found in the well-being of all.”
