Two squares unsweetened choc-
olate, 3 tablespoons butter, 1 cup
| fruit sugar, 1 cup sweet milk, 1
teaspoon baking soda, 2 eggs, 1
3-4 cups flour, 1-4 teaspoon salt,
Melt chocolate in top of double
boiler, then add butter, sugar, and
1-2 cup milk, Stir well, aad place
pan directly over heat, and cook
until “fudge” begins to thicken.
Beat 2 egg-yolks, and mix with the
other 1-2 cup milk. Then add this
to the fudge, and cook over sim-
mering water until thick, Set aside
to cool, When almest cool, stir in
soda mixed with 1 teaspoon water,
but do nst put the soda in the hot
fudge. Mix salt with flour, ad add
gradually to the fudge mixture.
Bake in square, greased pan in
oven of 350 degrees, about 35 min-
utes. Cover with fudge frosting.
