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THE TRUTH ABOUT THE ROSS
RIFLE.

Addressing the Conference of Eas-
tern Ontario Liberals held in Ottawa

recently, Sir Wilrfid Laurier solemn-
ly stated:
“The government sent our troops
into the trenches inadequate-

ly armed, to be

the enemy.”

This referred to the Ross rifle. It
is the assertion of a party leader who
when he wag prime minis‘ér himself

glaughtered by

fastened the Ross rifie upon Canada
by a contract which, considered in the
light of its terms and of what has

happened since, may fairly be charac-
terized as probably the worsgt which
wasg ever made by a Canadian govern-
ment.

It was in 1902 that the Laurier gov-
ernment closed a contract with Sir
Charles Ross. for the manufacture
of his rifle for the arming of the Can-
adian militia. "This contract provided
the following wretched conditions: *

1. It gave a monopoly of service-
rifle manufacture for Canada to one
man.,

2. 1t authorized him to force upon
Canada a rifle which had not been
proved to be a good one.

3. It provided, a different rifle for
(anadian forces to that used by
other British forces, with all the. dan-

geroug' confusion and folly of having
two kinds of rifle in a British army
and the necesgity of providing in the
field for two sets of renewals, re-
pairs and ammunition.

4. It agreed to pay nearly twice as
much {or that rifle as the British rifle

could have been got for. :

6. It contained the villainous  sti-
pulation that even if war broke out
the Canadian ‘government must not
try to get rifleg from anybody but Sir
Charles Ross until the government
hdd given him a month to get what-
ever the government thought it need-
ed, Ross rifles. or any other.

6. It contained the still more vill-
ainous stipulation that if the govern-

ment wanted any changes in the
Ross rifle—in other words, . if the
rifla proved defective or in any re-

spect not what seemed desirable, the
government must give the Ross Com-
pany one year’s notice in writing to
ger any change made.

7. And for all the foregoing pheno-
menal disregard of common sense,
economy and national safety, the
Laurfer government, that marvellous
“puginess administration,” agreed to
pay the Ross Rifle Company $26 a
rifle (the price of the British army
rifle being $15), advancing 75 per
cent., furnished the company free
1and for its factory site,. allowed it to
import machinery and component
parts of vifles free of duty; and up
to 1905 had advanced it $600,000 for
a total delivery of 136 rifles.

The foregoing statements are tan-
en from the official records.

Under the Laurier administration,
brand after brand of Rose rifle follow-
ed in rapid succession, successively
found unsatisfactory and successively
followed by new failure.

When the present govmnment en-
tered office in 1911 this country had
invested - approximately $4,000,000 in
the Rosg rifle, and it was the official
arm of the infantry of the Canadian
militia. The Borden government was
tied down to this unescapably by the

Laurier contract.

When the war came the Ross was
served out to our expeditionary forces
and received its  first real test at
Ypres «toward the end of April, 1915.
How it stood that test became a mat-
ter of controversy: but no report of
any kind reflecting on the efficiency
of the rifle was made to the govern-
ment either by the British comman-
der of the Canadian forces, General
Alderson, or by any of the Brigadier
or battalion commanders. It was
stated that in many cases the Ross
jammed but this was at-
tributed to a gmall supply of defective
ammurition which, in the desperate
hiiste to supply the British army with
munitiohs, had got by the British in-
specfors. In the subsequent battles at
Givenchy and Festubert, however,
there, were further reports and ru-
mors of jamming, and on June 15,
1915, the First Division in France was
h_ the LeeEnficjd, the

b “aceording to a report
" to the Office by Sir John

French, that British ammunition was
unsuitable for the Rose rifle  unless
its chamber was slightly enlarged. In
his report to the  War Office, the
Britii ) Commander-in-Chief request-
ed the War Office-to gend Army Coun-
cil experts to France to make tho-
rough tests of the Ross with ammuni-
tlon_of British manulacutre, and ad-
ded:

“* numbers for our requirements,

will carry conviction to the men
that their apprehensions are un-
founded or what may ‘possibly be
found more easy of attainment,
viz: A SLIGHT ALTERATION
to the chamber of the rifle which
will better adapt it for use with
our British ammunition.”

So that three months after the bat-
tle of Ypres— June 19, 1915— Sir
John French declined to condemn
the Ross rifle, but suggested “a slight
alteration.”

But there was another rcason why
the rifle couldn’'t e abandoned. ' No
other rifle could be got. The alteration
recommended by Sir John. French
was made, and tlw rifle continued in
use.

Such was the pnqmon up to the
early months of 1916, On March 30,
1916, Sir Robert Borden, in view of
futrher criticism. of the Ross, on his
own initiative, determined that if a
bettcr rifle could be procured, Cana-
dian soldiers should not bhe exposed
to- the Blightest possibility of added
peril c¢ven through lack of confidence
in their rifle. On that date he cabled
Sir George Perley, Dominion High
Commissioner, in London, in an effort
to have the Canadian troops armed
with the improved Lee-Enfield which,
the Dominion government understood,
was. being manufactured in the United
Stateg in large quanties. for the Brit-
ish government. The reply from. Sir
George Perley, cabled after he had
several interviews with the Imperial
authorities, was to the effect that the
British government COULD NOT
SPARE A SINGLE RIFLE; and that
it desired that the Canadian govern-
ment should not place a contract for
rifles in the United States, because
of possible interference with a badly
needed British supply. '

Thus, long before it had been sug-
gested by government critics or any-
body else, that the Ross. rifle should
be discarded, Sir Robert Borden, de-
termined that in such a grave matter
there should be no room even for
doubt, was doing everything in his
power to have the Canadian forces
armed with the best rifle available,
but was. rendered helpless  for the
gimple and all-sufficient reason. that
other rifles were not to be had.
Again, on' May 15, Sir Robert Bor-
den had a message tAnsmitted to
Sir Douglas Haig, the newly appoint-
ed British Commanderin-Chief, say-
ing that the Dominion government
would like to have the Ross rifle test-
ed, and a decision as to further use
left to Haig.

On June 5, the importance of an
early and final report upon the Ross
was again urged by Sir Robert Bor-
den, in a cablegram_to.  Sir William
Robertson, chief of the British staff.
Sir William Robertson replied to
thie. cable through the Colonial Sec-
retary, on June 10, that the Prime
Minister’s request for an' opinion on
the Ross rifle had been referred to
Sir Douglas. Haig, and that his .reply
would have to be awaited before a
definite decision could be made.
Receiving no word up to June 24,
Sir Robert Borden again pressed for
a report. In" a cable to Sir George
Perley, he pointed out that the Domi-
nion before placing any further or-
derg for rifles for the new Canadian
forces, must have an authoritative
report upon the Ross. The-eable re-
quested Sir George Perley to inquire
whether any report on the Ross
rifle had been made, and concluded:

“IF NOT, IT SHOULD BE
MADE IMMEDIATELY FOR
OUR GUIDANCE.”

In pursuance of this request Sir
George Perley wrote Sir William
Robertson, Britich Chief of Staff,

pressing upon him the necessity of a
decision as to whether the Canadian
troops at the front should continue
to use the Ross rifle, and emphasizing
that the Dominion government was
prepared to stand by the decision of
the British Commander-in-Chief. The
letter concluded:

“During the last s8ix monthy
the Canadian government has had
under consideration the giving
of a further order for a large num-
ber of rifles to be delivered in
1917, but this has beien delayed on
account of rumored dissatisfac-
tion with the Rose rifle, referred
to in the Prime Minister's cable
to you on June 6. The timie has

now, however, arrived when an
immediate decision must be
made,

As a result of thisg urgent request
for immediate decision, the War Of-
fice, on July 3, forwarded Sir George
Perley, for the Dominion government,
copies of two letters, dated May 28,
1916, and June 21, 1916, received from
Sir’ Douglas Halg. They were to the
effect that after extensive tests, made
at the request of the Dominion au-
thorities,  the

Two big non-partisan audiences
gave this assurance te: Sir Robert
Borden and te the Dominion Jast
night by their elected representatives
and , most of all, by their tremendous
enthusiasm.

More than two thousand people
crowded the Walker Theatre, where
all the seats were reserved. An audi-
ence cf equal size filled Grace Church
while ‘hundreds were turned away
from both meetings.

Sir Robert Borden has never had a
more hearty welcome, even in Toron-
to. He was givey a splendid ovation
as he stocd to speak, and even great-
er applause as he concluded his ad-
dress. Before he left the theatre for
the other meeting, three lusty cheers
and a “tiger” were given, led by May-
or Waugh.

FEW YOUNG MEN PRESENT,

Winnipeg is already preparing to
follow up the National Service meet-
ing. The battalions nct yet up in
strength have already arranged a
campaign to take advantage of the
enthusiasm engendered last night.
The West acts promptly, for it is the
spirit of the West to seize opportuni-
ties. The audience gave ample procf
of their apprcval of the National Ser-
vice effort. There were absolutely no
interruptions, except those of appl-
ause, which were enthusiastic and
prolonged. There were many soldi-
ers present and;many women also.
The audience was interesting in
the ccmparatively small number of
mep between  the jages of nineteen
and thirty years. Many of Winnipegs
best-known citizens, hundreds of them
with sons in the service, - also were
present, at the meeting in the Walker
Theatre. Both were splendid audi-
ences and there was no mistaking the
inspiration which they: afforded to the
Prime Minister. His address was not
very different in text frcm those at
Montreal and Quebec, but the atmos-
phere here was remarkable in its ef-
fects op Sir Robert Borden’s delivery.
“An audience like this would in-
spire any man,” . Sir Robert declared
and no one could doubt that he meant
it. The programme cf the entire day
made the Prime  Minister a vastly
different man from the Premier who
addressed ip the Province of Quebec
gatherings which were in. part indif-
ferent, if not actual hostile. The
meetings were as widely apart -in
character as pre-war heckled suflra-
gette dcmonstration from an old-time
Methcdist camp meeting.

MUNITIONS PRODUCTION.

The. Prime Minister referred to the
presence op the platform with  him
of Hon C. Norris and assured his
hearers that they were not listening
on this occasion to the vcice of any
politician.  Sir Robert announced
that 156,000 Canadian troops had
crossed the Atlantic since January 1
last. He also said that 300,000 Cana-
dians were ncw engaged in the manu-
facture of  shells in Canada. So
splendidly was the munitiop manu-
facture of the British Empire being
organized that a few more months—
he had it on good authority— would
leave no ‘further question as to which
side of the war would have the pre-
ponderance in artillery. Sir Robert
then explained the purpcse of the Na-
tional Service Campaign and the
plans for carrying out that purpose.
He showed a new vigor, greater than
has characterized most of his speech-
es in the past. He grew enthusiastic
over this subject because he carried
his audience entirely with him, with-
out a doubter and in the presént cam-
paign withcut an enemy. Sir Rob-
ert was never grander, never .strong-

er of Canada, and never more confid-
ent of the Allies success.,

MEETINGS A REVELATION.
The Winnipeg meetings were a
revelation, although splendid gath-
erings were expected. If the meet-
ings farther West are as enthusias-
tic— and there is every reason to
believe that they will be—Sir Robert
Borden when he arrives in Toronto
on the afternoon of Friday, December
22, will be years - younger in spirit
than when he hegan the present tcur.

There is this message for the people
of Toronto. Sir Robert Borden is in
fine feftle and they may expect a
great meeting one week from Friday.

Mr. R. B. Bennet, Directcr of
National Service, brought the motto
that all may serve, in one way or
another. He was not, as at Mantreal,
a speaker trying to talk down helkl-
ers in his audience. He was a man
with a grave message and he  drcve
his points home with telling effect.
He said there were industries in this
country which have no right to be
working just now. He had strong
views on this subject and he hoped
to see effect given tc them wthin the
next few months. The rich must give
and the working people must save.
There should be a readjustment S0
that .men of military age might be
freed for active service.

“Men of ‘military age,” he said,
“are not going to satisfy their obliga-
tion by getting into ‘munition fac-
tories.” The services of the ccuntry
must be maintained, but the civil ser-
vants of the proper age must not bhe
exempt from serving in khaki. As
Mr. Bennett explained that national
service meant organization to win
the war and save the state, the
audiences repeatedly cheered to
show its competent approval. The
speakers said that singing of the
national service cards would be made
abligatory, but no penalty was pro-
vided. The Government was nct pend-
ing upon publicity for the sufficient
organization of all the new sources- of
this country.

PLEADS FOR UNITY.

Mr. Bennett pleaded for unity.
What was the use of prating of sacri-
fice if we were not willing to subor
dinate personal opinions for a little
while to the national gocd. The Gov-
ernment wanted help in dealing .with
the present crisis. Mr Bennett de-
clared that labor unions had more to
lose than almost any other organiza-
ticn of the country if Germany won.
The state was in danger today and
only organization could save it. If
Germany won, Canada would be one
of the gretest prizes of war.

“Don’t run away with any idea that
the Mcnroe Doctrine would save the
Dominien,” he said amid tremendous
applause. ‘““The Monroe Doctrine = is
the false light along the shore.”

To labor unions, he would say:
“Help us, not the enemy; help na-
ticnal service because national ser-
vice is trying to help you.” Mr.
Bennett's last appeal was against
extravagance. Canada suffered from
geography, lying next to the rich
United States. Saving was needed
to win the war and the people of
Canada must learn the lesson.

“What right have you to buy An-}
glgFrench bends friom any broker
in the United States”. he demanded
“Keep your money'at' home.” If Can-
ada. would not practice economy, it
would be made to. This country
would have thrift, whether it wanted
it or not. ifteen cents a day saved
by every man, woman and child in
this country would enable the country
to finance the war without incurring
any further debt. Shouts of «'no, no,”
came from the audience as Mr
nett said he had spoken tco long.
Mr. Bennett spoke frankly in an-
swer to those who wanted conscrip-
tion, He had been where he was
called a conscriptionist, but rather

asunder by rict and insurrection
within, it would be better that the
sacrifice be unequal, in order that a
united front be presented to the
enemy’s game, An interruptiop from
the audience showed some demand
for conscription, but Mr. Bennett
pointed cut the difficulties and urged
that, unity was the first consideration
although he knew how the West felt
on the question. Tremendous enthusi-
asm marked the conclusion of Mr.
Bennett's "addregs.

Mayor Waugh, who presided in the
Walker Theatre, made it clear that
the meetings were absolutely non-
nolitical, because there were bigger
things than politics to talk about. The
Mayor " expressed his gratification
that the Prime Minister and Mr.
Bennett had come to tell the people
of the Canadian West hcw they might
give the most effective service in the
interests of the Empire. The Mayor
was proud of the record of Winnipeg,
of Manitoba, and of the Provinces tc
the west. He remarked on the large
number of women in the audience —
and ‘jocularly told the Premier that
they all had votes.

Hon. T. C. Norris, Liberal Premi-
er of Manitoba, came out frankly in
his unqualified endorsation of the
National’ Service effort. He told Sir
obert Borden that anything which
was possible to do te carry out the
pledges of Oanada to the Empire and
to itself would be cheerfully and un-
reservedly givén. Every man could
do some part to help in Winning the
war, and it was his duty to do that
part. The Provincial Premier refer-
to the spirit of sacrifice which
prevalled in Mantoba, and reviewed
what the Province had dene in re-
cruiting and patriotic effort. He told
ot one poor widow with two sons at
o/front who had sent twenty-four
ce tl in stamps to the patriotic fund
because she wanted to give some-
thing and had ogly a mite. With that
spirit of personal sacrifice, Manitoba
would make a continued and an ad-
ditional effort to carry cut the pledges
which Sir Borden had given. Mr.
Norris said in conclusion that he was
