4,000,000 “VICTORY” MEDALS

The Army Council (British) has
issued an official description of the
one title (“Victary") for a war med-
al that the Germans can never
¢laim. The ribbon is the same for
all countries, and .consists of the
familiar two rainbows ‘joined by
red in the centre. The medal will
be round, an inch and a half in
diameter, and-made of ibronze. The
face will carry a full-length figure
of a winged Victory, and the bord-
ers will 'be plain. The reverse will
carry the legend. ‘“The great war
for civilization” in the language
of the country giving the medal,
and either the names ‘of the coats
of arms of the Allied Powers. The
medal is given to all ‘who served
in a theatre of war, and it is ex-
pected that 4.000,000 men and wo-
men will be entitled to it.
