Fighters Await Gong In
Gigantic Boxing Card
At The Forum Tonight

Fit and ready for the gong was
the word received from Leo Kelly
and Dannie McCormack last night
as they wound up their training
for the most important ring bat-
tles of their careers which take
place tonight at the Forum with
Kelly meeting the Dominion mid-
dleweight champion Ray Mclntyre
in a 10-round battle, and the
Souris boy taking on the fast,
prilliant boxing Cecil Braithwaite
from Toronto.

Never in the history of Island
boxing has such interest been
manifest in a fight card. All day
yesterday as fight fans discussed
last night's heavyweight title match
between Louis and Schmeling dis-
cussion on tonight's encounters at
the Forum was bound to creep
into the various conversations and
the majority inclined very strongly
to the thought that both Kelly and
McCormack tonight will give the
Upper Canadian boxers plenty of
fight before the final gong or ref-
eree’s ten count halts the battles.

All four principals will enter the
ring tonight at the peak of con-
dition. The quartette of _able mitt-
slingers have taken their engage-
ments very seriously and all will
be out to end their scraps in the
quickest way possible. And any-
thing can happen in either scrap.
All four are clever boxers but they
also carry T.N.T. in either hand
once that right opening presents
itself so that the fights are liable
to end suddenly and dramatically.

Kelly and McIntyre are both very
evenly matched both physically and
in ability. Both are just 21 years
of age with Mclntyre -carrying a
slight advantage in weight and
Kelly possessing the longer reach,
and the Chariottetown boy als0
has had 11 pro fights to Mclntyre's
eight. Not very much e)_tperience
to boast of perhaps but in those
eight fights McIntyre has shown
how good he is when he captured
the Dominion title from Len Wads-
wonth just recently. His rise in the
same reads like a story from one
of the Horatio Alger books but
where Alger's tales were fiction the
story of Ray MclIntyre is the real
McCoy. .

Kelly hasn't had the meteoric
pro rise of McIntyre since hn; turn-
ed professional but his fighting has
mostly been confined to Island cir=-
cles as he hadn't had the chance
that came his opponent’s way. But
taking a peek at his last days in
the amateur ranks one finds that
in a brief campaign in the States
where he won the Albany Golden
Gloves tournament and was ad-
judged the best fighter in the tour-
nament, he certainly stamped him-
self as a very bright prospect for
the ring game. Endowed with won-
derful courage Leo Kelly always is
at his best when hurt. Then he is
