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The Truck Rates Hearing

An extensive hrief was presented yesterday
to the Board of Railway Commissioners on be-
half of the Summerside Board of Trade in
protest against the freight rates charged for
trucks on the Borden-Tormentine ferry. With-
out attempting to discuss the merits of the
case, it mav be pointed out that the hrief
Covers two issues, the most important being
the «uestion of fulfilment on the part of the
Dominion Government of the terms of Confed-
eration with this Province in the matter of
trahsportation to and from the mainland. This
Is a matter aver which the Transport Commis-
sion has no jurisdiction. This point was raised
at vesterday’s hearing in objection to having
“irrelevant” statements by the  Summerside
Board of Trade g0 on record.  Chief Com-
missioner Cross took a wider view. “There
seems to be a good deal involved outside of our
sphere,” he said. “So far as we are concerned
We are going to confine ourselves to our own
jurisdiction under the Railway Act, possibly
supplemented by the Maritime Freight Rates
Act.  But that does not prevent vou from put-
ting forward these matters.” That is an at-
titude which will he appreciated by the people
of Prince Tdward Island. It is essential to
have our full claims on record, because what-
ever findings the Transportation Commission
may reach in the matter does not affect oyr con-
tention that the ferry is an interprovincial high-
way.

Still A Bargain Land
.

Return of the Canadian dollar to parity with
its U.S. cousin, says the Financial Post, means
that Mr. Smith from Washington will no longer
be 10 per cent richer when he tours north for a
Canadian vacation, But it certainly doesn’t
mean that Uncle Sam'’s nieces and nephews will
stop finding bargain vacations here, The U. S.
dollar, even at par, can buy a bigger holiday in
Canada than it can at home.

Even before OPA toppled it had, since 1943,
been lifted so far as rent control in resort areas
Was concerned. Prices at American play spots
this year have gone notably haywire. Hotel
rooms, normally renting at $3 to $5 have been
reported up to $17 and $20 a day; a seashore
apartment that could be had for $250 the sea-
son last year, today has its tenant for a cool
$1,300; swimming pools and other routine pri-
vileges have suddenly become high-priced extras
on the resort bill. All this, before the .general
removal of U.S. price control, Where the top
may be ¥ anybody’s guess.

But in Canada rentals contrel remains in re-
sort areas as elsewhere, assuring vacatianists
that a dollar’s worth of currency still will buy
a dollar’s worth of accommodation. So any
first-report fear on the part of Canadian tour-
Ist businessmen that parity might inhibit trave]
to Canada is more than offset by a sober sec-
ond glance. Canada is still a tourist’s bargain
land, and Americans, faced with rising prices
on every side, know it.

Electric Power Resources

Canada has enough turbines and generators
harnessed to her rivers to produce ten million
horse-power, says a writer in Canadian Affairs.
Only Norway has more of such power per per~
son.  Only three otler countries produce more
regardless of the size of population. Yet it is
estimated that Canada’s fivers could be mada
to produce fifty millieﬂ;horse-power as and
when required. ‘

Of Canada’s total output of over 40,000 mil-
lion kilowatt-hours, 08 per cent comes from
water power. This water pewer is equivalent
to over 25 million tons of coal, or nearly twice
Canada’s coal output,

Quebec Province boasts the first long distance
transmission line in the British Empire. It was
installed in 1897, seventeen miles long, to feed
electricity into Three Rivers, An eighty-five
mile line, set up five years later, from Shawini-
gan to Montreal, was the longest in ‘the world.
Gradually the voltage for transmission was
pushed up, so longer and longer distances be-
came possible. 1100 volts was a matter of doubt
at the beginning of the century, but by 1928
we were using 230,000 volts for distances of
over 300 miles, !

The pulp and paper industry alone gets near-
o~y 40 per cent of Canada’s total output of hydro
power. 100 horse-power is required for each
ton-of daily output—a thousand or more kilo-
watt-hours per ton.

To .produce a single ton of aluminum it takes
20,000 kilowatt-hours, — as much as a home
would use in ten or twenty years,

At present about 60 per tent of aff Canadian
homes are wired for 'electricity. . The .average
consumption for lighting, cooking, ete,, is abont
1,400 kilowatt-liours' per’ customer. This s
- about twice: the average for the United States,

 Only one Canadian farm out of five, however,
s wired for electri +i8 generating its own
f ind nts. In contrast, two
in Uhited States get

electric power, In some Western European
countries and in New Zealand, the figure is
over nine out of ten.

Ontario has the highest proportion of elec-
trified farms—37 per cent. Next comes British
Columbia with 36 per cent, followed by Nova
Scotia with 26 per cent, Quebec 23 per cent, New
Brunswick 18 per cent. For the other provinces
the figure is 7 per cent or less,

To increase the rural percentage is not easy.
In Ontario where conditions are most favorable,
it takes 20,000 miles of rural transmission lines
to supply 80,000 horse-power to 132,000 rural
customers—which means that a ‘mile of primary
line, costing two thousand dollars, supplies only
four horse-power to six or seven customers. As
the lines are extended to more remote areas, con-
sumers per mile are fewer, service costs higher.

Manitoba has already over two thousand
miles of publicly-owned transmission lines. It
is now considering the recommendation of a
Royal Commission to bring power to every
town, village and hamlet of over twenty in-
habitants in the first five years after the war.
The plan is to counect at least a thousand farms
in the first year, and 25,000 farms in a period
of ten years. All necessary wiring and appara-
tus are to be provided at the lowest possible cost.

The great American achievement in this di-
rection is the regional planning by the Tennes-
see Valley Authority, which has in ten years
transformed the Tennessce Valley from an im-
poverished and flood-devastated region into one
of the most promising in the United States. The
Valley spreads over seven States, covers an
area about that of England and Scotland, and
has a population larger than Ontario’s, Twenty-
one great dams prevent floods and have an in-
stalled capacity of over two and one-half/ mil-
lion horse-power.
