Read
his promise as recorded in the twelfth
chapter of John, “And I, 1f I be lifted
up, will draw all men unto me.” What
does that mean? You find the connec:
tion between that statement and an-
other in the third chapter of the same
book, “As Moses lifted up the serpent
in the wilderness, even so must the
Son of Man be lifted up’ Methinks
I am wandering about in the Israelit-
ish camp in the “land of Edom.” On
account of the sinful dissatisfaction ot
the people God has sent them the
plague of serpents. We can hear thelr
hiss everywhere. The people, with
clubs and swords and spears are kill-
ing the serpents by the hundreds and
the thousands, but the more they kill
the more the serpents seem to spring
up. Stddenly one of theses serpents
buries its fangs in the naked leg of a
man on the outskirts of the camp.
“Come,” cry his companlons, ‘“come
and look at the brazen serpent which
Moses ‘has lifted, and you shall live.”
But the deadly pofson {s ‘doing its
work. Like a man benumbed by the
blizzard’s cold and determined to lle
down in the snowdrifts and sleep, this
Hebrew wants to lle down and eleep
tho sleep of death. “Let me alone,”
he mutters, “let me sleep.” His friends
rouse him. They beat him to keep up
the clirculation. But it does no good.
Sleep he will. Then, by main force, as
a drowning man is pulled out of the
wurf, they drag him over the sand to
the foot of the brazen serpent. “O
Tod,” they cry, “is it too late? Wil
he not open his eyes and look? Man,
you are dying. Look, look and live!"
At 1ast, as in a drowning stupor, he
halfway opens his eyes and looks. A

he will ive. So, my friénd, the church
of the Lord Jesus Christ is to be a
conquering church when she lifts high
the Cross.

before the moon has sct. Together, for
a ‘time, they sit tpon thelr thrones in
the heavens, as King Ferdinand and
Queen Isabella togethor governed the
kinigdoms ot Castile and of Aragon.

Now, where does the moen . gather
her light? I find this old earth stretch-
ing ot her arms and warming her
body by the blazing fires of the sun's
furnaces, When I think of the sun, I
picture the old New England Puritan
coming out in the January snowstorm
chilled and cold and hugging the old-
fashioned andiron to get. warm. But
when I approach the moon I find she
has no fires. Here are only deep cav-
erns’ and a burnt out grate. Then I
cry out tn'amazement, “Oh, moon, from
whence cometh thy light?’ ‘“Man, I
arn not a blazing furnace like the sun,”
I hear the moonh answer. " “I am' not
stmply a barhished mirror. All the light
i1 have s reflected back to -earth, be-
cause the sun's rays beat upon my
sldes.”
I know what the old book means when
it declares that the conquering church
i3 to be ‘clear as the sun’ and ‘fair as
the ‘moon.’ It means: that the church
of the Lord Jesus Christ shall conquer
the world for Christ when she does two
things: ‘She must preach Jesus, and
Jesus alone; secondly, all the members
of that future church in their private
lives must be reflecting the 1ight of the
gospel as found in the light of Jesus
Christ.”

Most of us see this symbol to our own
shame. O’ moon, thou fair cheeked,
laughing eyed, goiden lipped moon! O
moon, thou beautiful queen of the
night, who doth carry no lantern, et
who#e'face is aglow with light because
the .sun’s. rays have kissed thy fore-
head as the skin of Moses shone when
he '@escended from Mount Sinal, after
talking face to face with God! O moon,
thou dear friend, who kept vigil with
me as I paced the ship's deck under
‘Southern: Cross and' bade thec carry
messages of love. to my dear.ones by
the moaning seas of an Atlantic coast!
Is' my 1ife reflecting the divine e of
Christ as thou dost reflect the light of
the sun? Is.every word I speak, every
thought that. is cradled in my brain,
every hope, every deslire, every deed, an
echo;, a reflection of my Saviour's life,
who gave up his life that sinful man
might lve? The moon 1s speaking to
the chtrch members to-day. With her
mellowed . light she is signalling this
message, “Church members, when you
préeach Christ and live Christ then
Christ's church shall be a conquering
church,” Men and women, as church
members, will you in the daytime be
clear as the sun and in the night be
fair as the moon, whom God has sent
as an cvangelist to us to teach us the
need of purity?

But we must not stop here. Having
a clear voiced pulpit and a consecrated
pew, what shall we find? At once the
outside world will begin to crowd the
church doors even as doved flee to
their windows. The new converts will
come to Christ by the hundreds and
the ‘thousands, There {s absolutely
no ‘doubt about it. The chief reason
why men and women are not coming
to Christ -to-day Is because most of the
men of the world belleve our profes-
sion of religlon to be a sham and a
mockery. Glve us a purified church
and’ ah honest and consistent church
membership and the new converts shall
crowd the seats in such numbers that
whole communities will be born in a
day.

The scencs of a great church tri-
