of fire, occuring at a distance too far
away for connection to be made with
the river. The men appointed on this
lagt committee are: Messrs W. L.
Poole, Dr. J. D. McIntyre, and Isaac
Ives. There will be a meeting called
in the auditorium as soon as the dif-
ferent committees get the information
required, when a subscription fund
will be started, and it is hoped that
every citizen will be present and lend
all the assistance in his power to help
this worthy object.—B.
