THAW MAKES MOVES

DISASTAOUS FIRE

AT HOT SPAGS

(Canadian Press)

HOT SPRINGS. Sept. 5.— More
than thirty blocks on the eastern
edge of the business district was
swept clean tonight by .a fire which
threatened

to eat to the main
thoroughfare.
' The wind was blowing at a' ter-
rific gale,

Hot Springs and the Little Rock
fire departments made little head-
way in checking flames. The loss
is estimated at about four' million
dollars.

The fire originated in an negro
dwelling near Malvern Ave. shortly
before 3 o'clock this afternoon,
spreading south and east.

The small buildings were .an easy
prey to the flames,

In a few minutes the fire was tieyond
the control of the fire departments.
From this region the fire spread to
the manufacturer’s region, then to
the residential district,

A supreme effort is being made to
divert the fire towards the suburbs
of Hot Bprings.

No fatalities are reported.

Fifteen minutes after the fire start-
ed it was beyond control.

OTTAWA, Sept. 5—Hon., J. D.
Hazen, Minister of Marine and Fish-
eries, came to the capital to-nignt
from the Pacific, Coast where he had
gone as official representative of' the
Canadian Government to welcome thd
battleship New- Zea,and.

“I found,’’ he said, ‘‘very satisfac-
tory conditions in the fisheries indus-
try in British Columbia., Tue legis-
lation concerning thelicenses enacted
last year by the present government
has had the eflect of attracting a
great number of white fishermen to
the exclusion of the Japanese.~ Next
year the number will still further be
increased. The policy of the present
government will be to maintain the
policy of encouraging - independent
fishermen.’’

Quericd as to the political situa-
tion in the west, Hon. Mr.: Hazen
said that the prospects for the gov-
ernment were very bright. “If the
opposition '’ he said, ‘‘count upon
their gains in the west they will re-
ceive a shock. Our naval policy is
very popular and the general western
program has made the government
solid with the working element every-
where. There is a spirit of optimism
among our friends which ig very en-
couraging.”’

(Special to the Guardian)
OTTAWA, Sept, 5—At the interna-
tional conference to be held in Lon-
don next. November to enquire into
measures of life saving at sea Canaday
will be represented. The conference,
the most important of its <ind held,
will see the final rules drawn
up by the British Board = of
Trade consequent .pon the Titoric
disaster. The Canadian ticvernpent
acting, through 'the Depi - tment o1
Marine and MKisheries ‘s cooperuting
with the British Board of Trade in
drawing advanced relations for the
protection of travellers at sea. It is
asking Canadian Passenger Lines fot
expressions of opinion as tn what fur-
ther measures ought to he adopted to
sufegnard the lives of passengers.
These views will bz placed before the
conferen ¢ by the department of Ma-
rine and Fisheries. Since the Titanic
disaster the British loard of Trade
has  been considering wmorans of in-
creasing the safety = of ucean travel,
On the result of the coming confer-
ence ‘and the enforcement pf these
means Canada will conform to the
new regulations 8o far as her ocean
shipping is concerned. A representa-
tive will be sent by the United Btates
and by each of the other great ship-
ing nations of the world.
