The fact that the cause of cancer
has not been found, and that cancer
now stands near the top of the list
as a cause of death, does not mean
that there is nothing that can be

Now that cancer clinics are being
started .in various centres through-
out the world there is no question
but that thousands of, valuable lives
could be saved yearly if these clin-
ics were visited by those with sus-
picious symptoms, just as thousands
of lives are being saved in baby,
tuberculosis, heart, and other clinics.

Cancer usually starts in ‘one spot,
berhaps in a single cell, and in the
carly stages is painless. A painless
tumor or lump therefore should not
be disregarded. -
