The speaker continued, that
starch can be manufactured from
potatoes, as well as from corn, and,
in turn, dextrose and glucose, which,
together with potatoes, are exported
in large quantities from the Euro-
pean patato producing countries, are
manufactured from starch. There
was no reason why the people of
this province could not make an ef-
fort to manufacture such by-pro-
ducts, and boards of trade might
investigate and encourage this. A
trade for certified seed as well as
table potatoes and by-products
might be developed.

In order to open up export mar=-
kets, _less-than-cargo lots must be
delivered, but at regular intervals,
Mr. Cunningham continued. It was
because of this that he was of the
opinion the time had come when not
only the egg, potato and apple pro-
ducers must co-operate but the var-
ious manufacturers as well in as-
sembling full cargoes of less-than-
cargo lots and in determining the
time of sales and shipments,

when such small shipments had to
be made to New York or Boston,
necessitating the payment of heavy
freight rates.
