INLAYS OF JADE

CHICAGO, July 25.—Teeth, inlaid
with jade, were among the specimeng
of aboriginal dentistry uncovered by

the Field Museum of Natural History's

expedition into British Honduras last
year.

“The most interesting,” according
to J. Eric Thompson, who headed the
expedition, that unearthed the May-
as ruins, “is a set from the upper
jaw of an anclent Mayan, showing
four incisors and two canines inlaid
with. jade disks, and with their edg-
es filed to form a decorative pattern.
The teeth of the lower jaw were
undecorated. The owner was in his
early thirties, at death, and lived
about 1,000 years ago.

“The jade disks are set in cavit-
ies drilled in the front of the teeth
with hollow bone, or bamboo drills,
and sand, or possibly with points
of jade or some equally hard stone.
The process must have been ex-
tremely painful.
