The pub-
lic is human. Telephone operators
are human. The hastily spoken
word and its inflection conveys what-
ever 1impression each gets of the
other. Under such conditions, cour-
tesy both on the part of the opera-
tor force and the public is like oil to
machinery—necessary to prevent fric-
tion.

When you have called a wrong
number, apologize. Practically, you
have been caught driving up the

wrong side of a street crowded witi
traffic.

When your orivate exchange opera-
tor or office boy is told to get Mr
Smith on the telephone, be ready to
talk when Mr Smith answers. Don't
keep him waiting. Smith has been
interrupted in his work, and the bur-
den of courtesy is upon you.

Answer your own telephone prom-
ptly. Delay may compel the com
pany’s operator to report “‘Don’t an
swer’’ to the person calling, and you
