Detr Mrs. Ferguson:—

It is with a feeling of the very deep-
est regret that 1 write these few
lines in regard to the death of your
son. Qorden, but really madam there
isn’t vefy much that I can tell you
‘Just now.. But I am in hopes = of
héaring more news later. The place
where he died is a long way
here, but 1 am going to try and get
down there in a few days to find out
the particulars of his death and see
‘about his grave. You can rest assur-
ed that ‘I'll find out everything pos-
‘sible, and see that there is a nice
cross placed on his grave. 1 didm't
gét a chance to see him the night
he was wounded. but the boys that
helped him to the dressing station
told me that he was in good spirits,

Lot 63 received the following letter
from her son shortly atter she had re-
ceived a telegram from Ottawa telling
her that he had heen gassed:
Somewhere in France,

July 20, 1917.
Dear Mother:—
I drop you a few lines to let you
know that 1 am well and hope this
finds yvou the same. But mother dear
I am feeling blue just at present. We
just came home from burying four of
our comrades and there is one yvet to
bury so that is five killed from “one
shell, which also wounded four.
There are just two of ug ‘left and I
don’'t know what saved us. There
were eleven of us on our gun crew,
s0 you can picture us today. We feel
lost and all of the boys upset. But ‘it
is worse for us two for we helonged
to t hat crew and were with them
when it happened. I am going to send
you the group of my gun crew, but
two that were killed are not in it and
I will put a mark of a cross on those
that were Kkilled and the wounded a
stroke so you will know them apart.

Well mother it is a iesson for me to
try and live as good as possible for 1
do feel that life is only a dream and
we don’'t know what time our turn
will come. 1 thought war was only
a joke but this changed my mind. We
had a few wounded before but not
very badly. Scme of the boys that
were wounded last had from six to
eight pieces of shell in them.

How is papa and the boys? Tell
Charlie I received his parcel ' last
night and it-came in a good time.

Tell Lila I am sending her a pre-
sent, namely, a handkerchief; it will
act the part of a souvenir of France,

Well Mo#her 1 will have te ring off
for this time as I cannot thiuk of
anything else.
