Arms program

Roosevelt Rededicates
Resources Of Na-
tion To Defeat Axis.

(By J. F. Sanderson, Cnnadlan‘
Press Staff Writer)

WASHINGTON, June 11—(CP)
—The vast proportions of the arm-
ament program of the United
States were sketched graphically
today by President Roosevelt in a
message to Congress in which he
rededicated the industria]l resour-
ces of the nation to the ultimate
defeat of the Axis.

At the same time, he reiterated
his pledge that “he will see to it
that these munitions get to the
places where they can be effec-
tively used to weaken and defeat
the achressors.”

In the 90 days since the Lend-
Lease Act was passed, this, he
said, Is what has happened:—

1. Transfers of war supplies to
Britain, China and the other
democratic nations have totalled
$75,202,425, practically all of it
representing equipment previously
built for the armed forces of the
United States.

879 has been allocated to the war,
navy and other departments with
anthority to spend it for ordnance.
aireraft, tanks, ships and other
wartime necessities, to be rushed to
the battle zones.

3. The Maritime Commission has
been allocated  $550.000,000 for
ships to be built and turned over
| to Britain. As a measure of im-
| mediate help, a pool of 2,000,000
tons of American ships, cargo-
carriers and tankers, is heing
formed by requisitioning tonnage
from shibping companies, These
ships will be made avallable to
Britain immediately.
