This curious statement appears editorially in
our atternoon contemporary : “The local Con-
servauves have been capping themselves on the
back for receiving a suosidy of $123,000 dur-
Ing a certain year from Uttawa, but that sub-
sidy was given by the Federal Government as
a result ot the recommendation of the Duncan
Commission.”

The question of federal subsidy is one which
the Liberal candidates have not ventured to dis-
cuss; the fact being that three successive in-
creases amounting to $373,000 annually  were
obtained by three successive Conservative Goy-
ernments in this Province, aud not a single cent
by the Bell Government, the Saunders Gov-
ernment, the Lea Government or the Campbell
Government, even with their own party gov-
ernments in power at Ottawa!

As for the Duncan Commission report, why
was it practically ignored by Premier Campbell
in presenting our case before the Rowell-Sirois
Commission  on  Dominion-Provincial Rela-
tions? The Premicr included in his brief a dozen
pages of quotations—eutirely irrelevant to (his
Province—irom an academic report submitted
by the late Hon. Norman Rogers to the Jones
Commission in Nova Scotia. One of the quo-
tations selected for inclusion was Mr, Rogers’
unfair criticism of the Duncan Commission be-
cause, forsooth, it had “failed to inquire into
the incidence of the Canadian tariff.” Had the
Campbell Government made as good use of the
Duncan Commission report as the NacMillan
Government did before the \White Commission
in 1934,—when they  abtained an  additional
$150,000 annual subsidy from Ottawa—the Ljb-
eral candidates in Second Queen’s would have
had something to talk about.

One of the anomalies of the present situation
is that while the Campbell  Government  has
practically doubled the debt of this Province
since coming into power, and last vear went be-
than a million and
three quarter dollars, its revenues have been
far in excess of the revenues enjoved by its
predecessors. Tts two chief sources of revenue
in violation of its
annual  subsidies
from Ottawa for which “it toiled not, neither
did it spin,” these subsidy increases being due,
as already noted, to the initiative of successive
Conservative Governments To the subsidy oh-
tained by the Mac\illan Government alone, the
Campbell Government is in lebted, in five
vears of office. for $730.000, which it has re-
ceived and spent without as much as a “Thank

London And Rome

(Sydney Post Record)

The successful attack made by
bombers of the Royal Air Force on
Naples Thursday night was Britain's
answer to the ‘‘token” contribution
of Fascist airmen to Hitler's at-
tempted blitzkrelg on  England.
While the location of the bases
from which the British planes op-
erated is naturally not disclosed in
the official communique, taoe as-
sumption is that they operated from
an island in the Meaiterranean, One
of .the immediate consequences of
Italy’s attack on Greece may be
assumed to have been the establish-
ment of bases in some of the Hel-
lenic islands for units of the Royal
Air Force.

After the Fascist forces had
crossed the Albanian frontier and
entered Greek territory a broadcast
from Rome promised that if that
city should be spared from the rav-
ases of aerial warfare, the Italians
would refrain from bombing Athens.
But one thing these Fascist gentle-
men seem to lose sight of is that
Ttalian bombs dropped on London
are virtually certain to result in
e al bombs from the Royal Air
Force being dropped on Rcme.
There 1s not an argument against
bombing Rome which does not ap-
Ply with considerably greater force
against bombing London, because
London is a vastly more populous
city, and contains millions more of
civillans  who will never be bel-
lizerents, than does the city of
Rome,

There is indeed a rising tide of
public opinion in Great Britain
which demands that an intensive

il campaign be launched by the
Alr Force against the Fas-
Cist  capital.  Lord Beaverbrook’s
Daily Express says: “Living women
a1d children 1 ean more to us than
antiquities of Rome. If bomb-
Rome is to mean an earlier vie-
v for the Greeks and ourselves
we should begin it tomorrow, and
continue it until the Italians see
sense.” This is from the Daily Her-
ald, the London journalistic expon-
ent of the British Labor Party: “We
have got to hit Mussolini, and hit
