Growers 'Barter
Apples For
German Coal

HALIFAX, Sept. 11—Three
thousand tons of ~ German coal
were being unloaded here today
consigned to a group uf Annapolis
Valley apple growers as barter for
several thousand barrels of Nova
Scotia fruit.

It was the first time German
coal was ever delivered here, Sim-
ilarly it will be the first time
Nova Scotian apples have ever
been shipped to Germany.

This ploneering scheme for de-
velopment of Canadian trade was
divulged here today by - A. T.
O'Leary, Halifax coal merchant
and agent for the Danish Steam-
ship Agnete Maersk that is carry-
ing the exchange shipments. The
coal was anthracite, mined in_the
Rhur Valley and shipped = here
from Eenden.

Mr. O'Leary said the coal would
be distributed by him throughout
the Maritimes.

He declined to name the apole
growers' organization that com-
pleted the transactions, explaining
the company wished to remain in
the background “for the present
at least” He also refused to state
whether or not the Government
Marketing Board - has. assisted
negotiations.

Magistrate’s View
of Dogs on Roads

STRATFORD, Sept. 11—A. E
Reeve, vice-chairman of the Strat-
ford Police Special Motoring
Court, aft€r dealing with a case in
which_a motorist had collided with
two cars after swerving to avoid a
dog sald:

“I am a motorist of many years
standing and I would not budge an
inch to avoid a dog. A motorist
who does is a fool—an utter fool—
for he does not know what human
lives he may endanger.”

Dogs should always be kept on
a lead when taken out, Mr. Reeve
added. Although he had ' never
swerved to avoid a dog; he had
never killed one.

An official of the Canine De-
fence League, discussing the magis-

trate’s view, said: “It is a question ||

of the circumstances at the time. A
man is asking for trouble if he
swerves when there is danger of
running into an omnibus,

“Dog owners,” he added, “should
keep their dogs under control, On
roads with heavy traffic, they
should be on a lead unless they are
well trained.”

An official of the Automobile As- |
sociation said that the Highway |
Code urged that dogs should be
kept under proper control whether
on the road or in a vehicle.

“What looks a safe swerve may,
in fact;, be very dangerous because
of traffic following.”

Hot Wate;

Before breaking an egg for poach-
ing place it in boiling water for
about half a minute, The yolk will
then be less likely to mingle with
the white.

Before peeling tomatoes plunge
them first in boiling water and then
in cold. The skins may then be re-
moved easily.

When new bread has to be sliced
the knife blade should be dipped
frequently in a jug of boiling water.
This prevents it from sticking to
the moist bread.

Oranges that are to be sliced for
a fruit salad should be left in boil-
ing water for about five minutes
before they are peeled. The white
pulp may then be more easily and
cleanly stripped off.

To prevent sausages from burst-
ing while they are being fried dip
them first in boiling water.

When butter and sugar have to
be creamed together, place the bowl
in a larger bowl of hot water for a
few minutes and beat the mixture.
Remove the bowl from the hot
water before the butter becomes
oily.

Jars of honey, syrup, oil, or oily
preparations of any kind may be
more thoroughly and quickly emp-

stand in hot water for a few min-
utes.
