The increased efficiencv of Lever
rkers, in the concrete lorm of
increased output per man-hour,
was proved in the written applic-
ation to the War Labor Board irom
the results of a six months’ period,
and confirmed by an_independent
audit by Clarkson, Gordon, Dil-
worth and Nash. The decision of
the War Labor Board is subject
to review at the end of a turther
period of six months ,and the con-
tinuance of the scheme is degena-
ent upon the maintenance of the
increased worker productivity dur-
ing the first six months of 1045.

The Lever factory arrangements
through which the increased efiic-
iency was attained are the work
of a joint commirttee of workers, ap-
pointed by the OUnicn, and oi man-
agement reprcsentatives. A total of
23 meetings of that committee were
held in the course of achieving their
ccenmon purpose, the basic princip.e
employed being that round-table
discussion in a spirit of complete
cooperation is the practical way to
obtain  constructive soluticns” to
laber-industry problems. Some ° of
the suggestions for increasing the
output per worker came from the
management, but manv came from
the workers themselves and all
were approved by the workers
through the committee of their
Union, a local of the International
Chemical Workers, A. F, L.
