OTTAWA, March 21 —(CP)
At a cost of $12000 the fisheries
department, secured g markeys for
the canned lobsters of the Mari-
titme Provinces, to replace British
aud European markets wiped out
by the war, Fisheries Minister
Michaud told the House of Com-
mons today.

That sum, he said was deficit on
operations of the lobster control-
ler, Dr, D. B. Finn. This year, pro-
vielon of $600,000 of working capi-
tal for the lobster controller had
heen made in the war appropzla-
ton bill,

If the whole amount were used,
he predicted, there would be
profit on the operations. The lob-
ster controller bought up all can-
ned lobsters offered to him and
marketed them, but -at the same
time encouraged canners to market
their own product as far as pos-
{sible. Last year the lobster com-
jtroller had only been required to
liandle 20 per cent of the pack and
the same semall volume was the
cauge of the defleit,

Answering questiohs from Con- d
servative House leader Hanson, Mr.
Michaud gave a_brief outline of the
pwocedure of lobster control, He
said lobsters were the only casi
crop in many areas of the Matitime
Provinces. When war broke out
BEuropean tnarkets were cut off and
the British governirynt placed an
embargo on canned lobster which
was regarded as a lixury food.

A market for the $20,000000 crop
was found in Oanada and the
United &lates. Ametican buycrs
who formerly considered Canadian
lobsters of Inferfor quality were
induced to give them a new trial

Says LawJournal

The following report and editor-
{al comment on a recent Prince Ed-
ward Island law case appears in
the carrent issue of the Fortnight-
ly Law Journal:

Tae applicant for a writ of cer-
tiorari had been convicted of hay-
ing Intoxicating liquor contrary to
the P. E. I, Prohibition Act, by a
magistrate who before and at the
time of the trial, was acting a8
counsel for the federal Department
of Customns and #xcise in a4 prose-
cution under the Customs and Ex-~
cise Act. When the applicant’s case
carme on for hearing his counsel
asked the prosecution whether it
was intended to take proceetings a-
gainst the applicant for a viojac-
ion of the Excise Act in respect to
the same matter. The Crown re-
plied that it was, and the appii-
cant’s coungel thereupon . objected
to the jurisdiction of.the magis-
trate, 'The trial was, however, pro-
ceeded with, the :mplicant convict-
ed and the application for a writ
of certiordari to quash the comvic-
tion was then brought,

In Cottle v. Cotile, (1939) 2 All
ER. 535, it was held that it is not
necessary to show that a justice is
biased if there is sufficient evi-
dence upon which a litigant may
reasonably form the Impression
that the justice cannot give the
case an unbiased hearing, In the
case at bar there was sufficlent evi-
dence but at the same time if the
applicant considered that he did
not have an unbiased and
partial hearing, he had a remedy
by way of appeal from the magis-
trate’s decislon available to him
under the pgwlslons of the Prohi-
bition Act. He had not chosen to
avail himself of this remedy but
proceeded by way of certiorar! and
consequently must have considered
the conviction was justified. In
Cottle v. Cottle, the remedy given
was a4 new ftrial before an impartiat
tribunal, The applicant could have
had this by way of appeal. Arsen-
ault, J., consequently exercised his
discretion by refusing the wriy of
certiorari, without costs.
