ed t.o’develop, by whatever means at his
command, his scheme for enlarging the
The other had no other
purpose in view but money-making, .

“I have no time left for money-mak-
Ing,” Cecil Rhodes is reported to have
said inthe latter part of his career
Not 80, however with Mr. Beit, who
could never see anything beyond the
four walls of the Chartered Company's
office. He went on, quietly and al-

while Mr. Cecil Rhodes' fortune at
his death amonnted to some  £3,000,000

His appren-
ticeship over, he set out for South Af-
rica, snbout the time that his present
partner, Sir Julius Wernher,. did the
same, and there joined a group .of in-
fluential Hebrew financiers. His first
work was done in Kimberley, where he
laid the foundation of his great for une,

The few who had occasion to be in
the company of the deceased flnancier
say that he never looked either happy
or healthy. Major Leonard of the
Chartered Police Force, relates that af-
ter a smoking concert on the veldt, Mr.
Beit, apparently exhilarated with the
scene and the good fellowship, was
heard solilogquising in his tent ata late
hour: ‘‘A trooper's life for me! What's
the good of being a willionaire! A
