Our answer; reverber-
ating a hundred times is: “We wili
not fail you"

We know we Britishers as war
makers are amateurs. We know, too,
that Hitler and his coteries are
professionals at it. Hitler has estab-
lished himself to be ohe of the
most systematic as well as the most
ruthless conquerors the world has
ever seen. He, however has failed
to reckon with the bulldog tenacity
of the British people, who are will-
ing to sacrifice everything in order
to preserve freedom and democracy
for the world.

Has any one now any doubt re-
garding Hitler's aims and ambitions?
